Course Requirements
• Attendance is Mandatory! (10 points max) You must attend all classes. There will be information not found in the book. You are responsible for that information. There is a minimum of 3 absences. As a added incentive, a role will be taken at the first of class and a grade will be given based solely upon attendance. 
• 2 Major Exams (Midterm & Final) (40 points max) Inclusive (all information to that point). These exams are required! They may include the following formats: matching, multiple choice, true-false, slide identification (and/or comparison), and drawing.
• Random Daily Quizzes (20 points max) These will help you keep up with the outside reading assignments as well as identify the type of information that will be on the Major Exams. I will drop your 3 lowest scores.

• Art Project (10 points) This is an outside project that should reflect a topic covered in class. Students are encouraged to try something new as opposed to making “something easy.” The documentation of this object should be in your sketchbook/journal.

• Gallery Assignment (10 points) This is an outside assignment that will be fully discussed in class.

• Sketch Book/Journal (10 points max) A sketchbook is where you get to make a mess! Basically, anything that grabs your imagination... words, pictures, thoughts. These items don’t necessarily have to be original. The goal of this assignment is to help you learn to think “visually” and  that you have a place to try things out. The quality of the stuff inside is not as important as the quantity of thought.
