Course Description:

Advanced individual, work under the supervision and agreement of the instructor in a special area of study. May include art, crafts, design, ceramics, or sculpture. During the first week of the semester, students enrolling must present appropriate project(s) .pmposal based on skifis learned in other art courses. This contract must be submitted to the Instructor for final approval by the end of the second week of instruction (or deduct 3 points a class, each class afterthe second week that the contract hasnot been approvec~.

Positive Attendance:

A student must attend 70 hours of instruction arid lab for two units.

A student must attend 105 hours of instruction and lab for three units.

Course may be repeated 3 times excluding initial enrollment

Maximum units, to whIch course may be repeated, including initial enroflment 12

Course Objectives:

1. Students will be able to work on more advanced techniques in his/her medium of choice; more complex problem solving projects such as themes.

StudentS will be able to demonstrate ability to find complex solutions through both convergent and divergent

3. Good communications must be maintained on the part of both instructor and student. The student is responsible for maintaining a sketchbook / notebook to facilitate the exchange of ideas.

Grading

Each student is given 60 poInts at the beginning of the semester. Projects are worth up to 32 points, exams and papers are worth 4 points each, for a total of 100 points. Critiques are a major learning experience. Missing a critique deducts 3 points from the student’s grade. There are no excused absences. A student must make arrangements with the Instructor immediately after returning to make up a missed class. After two non made-up absences, each absence deducts 3 points.

Attendance

Regular attendance is very important. You must stay for the whole class in order to be counted here. Any class time missed should be made up during open studio periods. After four absences you may be dropped for non-attendance. You will be dropped if you miss two consecutive weeks before the drop deadline. Two taidies constitute an absence. If you wish to drop a class it is your respoOsiblilty. The ninth week (FrIday, March It.) is the deadline for dropping a class with a SW’. After the deadline a letter grade will be posted.

*clay

All clay fired at Reedley College must be High Fire, Cone 10 clay, capable of handling 2,311 degrees Fahrenheit without melting. it is recommended that students purchase all of their clay from Reedley Coilege’s bookstore. Beginners should start with cone 10 Rod’s Sod stoneware and may advance to cone 10 S-MIx, which is

harder to work with but fires very white. Both are available at the bookstore. If a student buys day from somewhere else this day must be accompanied by written documentation from (tie vendor to the instructor showing that it is High Fire, Cone 10 clay capable of handling 2,331 degrees Fahrenheit without melting. Any student bringing low fire day into the studio and causing a melt down in one of the kiins at Reedley College or damage to the school or it’s equipment may face disciplinary action for destruction of school property, ranging hum suspension to expulsion and/or failing the class. All high fire work must have a &v foot and the student’s nafle on ft in order to be fired.

Various Policies
