· Early Education Curriculum:  A Child’s Connections to the World, 3rd Edition, by Helda L. Jackman. 

Course Description:  An intense study of Early Childhood Curriculum in the areas of art, sensory exploration, music, movement, puppets, flannel boards, dramatic play, creative dramatics, and oral language, and children’s literature.

Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will:

A. Apply knowledge of developmentally appropriate activities for preschool children in art, music, movement, dramatic play, and oral language.

B. Analyze stages of developmental play in the curriculum areas.

C. Compare creative versus non-creative early childhood environments.

D. Describe developmentally appropriate practices in curriculum.

E. Identify the importance of the process over the product in activities with young children.

F. Understand accommodations needed for children with special needs.

G. Review activities for bias.

H. Understand concepts of adapting experiences and enhancing or increasing “access” to an experience.

Required Assignments:

In-Class Activities :

1. Curriculum Web Project:  The class will be divided into two groups and each group will be required to develop a curriculum web related to a topic.  Each student will participate and receive a total of 10 points for this assignment (5 points for overall display and 5 points from peer evaluation).

2. Bulletin Boards:  Working in small groups, students will design a bulletin board related to a curriculum area.  Each student will participate and receive a total of 10 points for this assignment (10 points for overall display and 5 points from peer evaluation).

3. Activity Workshops:  Each student will be required to show resourcefulness in gathering and sharing supplies for completing workshops related to the curriculum areas discussed in class.  Each workshop is worth 6 points.  If you are absent on the day a workshop is held, you miss the opportunity for gaining workshop points.  If you fail to be resourceful and sharing, you will not gain the points for that workshop.  The instructor has final say in determining a student’s resourcefulness and sharing.  See Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates and curriculum areas). 

*If you are absent on the day an In-Class Activity is planned, you miss the opportunity for gaining those activity points.  There will be no make-up activities given. 

Skills:

1. Curriculum Equipment Boxes:  Students are required to gather materials for a curriculum area discussed in class.  A short form explaining the gathered materials and how they can be used will be completed.  This assignment is worth 30 points.
2. Activity Presentation and Critiques:  Each student will prepare developmentally appropriate activities for young children in each of the curriculum areas discussed in class (art, sensory centers, music/movement, puppets/flannel boards, and dramatic play/creative dramatics).  Students will perform the activity will a child of the appropriate age and complete a critique form related to the activity.  Student’s will also turn in an Activity Plan card for each and present the activity to the class on presentation days (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).  Each activity is worth 14 points.
Writing Assignments:

1. Literacy Project:  Each student will be required to review the children’s book section of a local library, preschool, day care, or bookstore, and prepare a typed paper reviewing that sections.  Students will also select and review five appropriate children’s book.  One of these books will be read to the class.  This project is worth 35 points. 

2. Lesson Plan:  Each student will be required to develop a full week of curriculum for a preschool classroom.  All curriculum activities will relate to one theme.  A portion of the activities will be written on Activity Plan cards and performed with children of the appropriate age.  The student will then write a report on the outcome of their lesson plan and activities.  The project is worth 50 points.
*All written papers must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors.

Exams:  There will be a total of 2 exams worth 30 points each (Midterm and Final).  Exams will be made up of a variety of question types including multiple choice, true/false, matching, fill-in-the-blank, and short answer.  It is recommended that students attend class meetings in preparation for the exams.  Exams will be given during class time and no make-up exam  will be given (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact test dates). 

Class Policies and Procedures:  Please refer to Class Policies handout for information on student responsibilities, course work policies, and grades.

1. Attendance:  students missing more than 3 class meeting will be dropped from the course.

2. Late Work:  All assignments must be turned in on the due date.  Late assignments are not accepted.
3. Missed Exams:  Inform the instructor as soon as you know you will miss an exam day and arrangements will be made for you to take the test at another time.  If you fail to inform the instructor before the exam date, it will be too late for you to make up that exam.  Do not take this lightly.  No excuses will be accepted.
4. Last day to change a class to or from a CR/NC grading basis:  September 17, 2004.

5. Nine-Week drop Date:  October 15, 2004.  Students may drop or be dropped through October 15, and after this date a letter grade will be assigned.

6. Accommodations for Students with Disabilities:  If you have special needs as addressed by the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), please notify the course instructor immediately.  Reasonable efforts will be made to accommodate your special needs.

Missed Days:  Much of the points for determining your final grade are gained during class meetings.  If you miss a day, you miss the opportunity of gaining the points from that day.  However, it may be possible for you to make up those points during the class meeting time for the other section of this course.  Inform the instructor as soon as you know you will miss a day and attempts will be made to arrange for you to attend the other section class meeting.  Due to similarity in scheduling, arrangement for a make up day may not be possible.  You must inform the instructor before the missed day, otherwise it will be too late for you to make up that day.  Do not take this lightly.  No excuses will be accepted.
