Attendance

Attendance will be recorded on a daily basis.  If a student is tardy, the student must notify the instructor at the end of the class session that they were tardy.  If a student misses six consecutive class meetings without notifying the instructor, the student will be dropped from the class.  Arrive on time.  Students are required to be in their seats ready to begin the class when the class starts.  
Exams

There will be one quiz worth 100 points, a mid-term test and a final examination. The mid-term test must be passed by a score of 70% or higher in order for the student to be allowed to participate at the firearms range.  Failure to participate at the range will result in an “F” grade for the semester.  The mid-term exam will be given before the “mid-term drop deadline” to afford any student who fails to pass the test an opportunity to withdraw from the course.  The final examination is a practical examination performed at the range.

Missed exams

Missed exams may be made up with excused absences.  It will be the responsibility of the student to contact the instructor prior to the next class meeting to arrange for the make-up.  Failure to do so will result in the student receiving a zero for that particular exam.

Course Description

Use and care of firearms; explanation of situations warranting use of firearms; legal, civil and moral provisions and restrictions; policy covering the appropriate use of firearms on duty; safety, nomenclature, care and maintenance; familiarization and actual firing of firearms at the range.

Course objective

To familiarize students with handguns and the shotgun, and the rules, laws, regulations, policies and procedures regarding the safe and proper possession, storage, and use of those weapons.

NOTE:  The course will be conducted in a classroom at the college until mid-term.  From mid-term to the end of the semester the class will meet at the firearms range.  The range is approximately 6 to 7 miles from the college.  Each student must provide his or her own transportation to the range.

The student must also provide his or her own safety eyewear.
