Fee:  There is an additional fee of approximately $14.00 per student to cover the cost of the American Red Cross CPR and First Aid certificates.

Course Description:  This course examines health and safety as it relates to children in early care and education programs.  Prevention, detection, and management of communicable diseases and safety will be emphasized.  Students will be trained in American Red Cross Infant and Child CPR and first aid.

Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will:

A. Identify major health and safety factors affecting the typical and atypical growth and development of the young child.

B. Understand and evaluate the components of a safe and healthy environment.

C. Learn the importance of good record keeping.

D. Receive training in American Red Cross Infant and Child CPR and First Aid.

E. Gain insight in state licensing requirements as it applies to health and safety issues.

Required Assignments:

American Red Cross CPR and First Aid Training (25% of Final Grade):

1. Skills:  There will be a total of 6 skills you must learn and demonstrate to receive your certificates.  Each skill is graded on a pass/fail basis, (pass = 10 points, fail = 0 points).  These skills will be discussed, demonstrated and completed during class time. 

2. CPR Exams:  Student’s are required to complete 4 American Red Cross CPR and First Aid exams worth 10 points each.  Each exam will be made up of multiple-choice questions.  You must receive at least 8 points on each exam to receive your American Red Cross Certificates.
*Over 8 hours of First Aid and CPR training is required.  You must attend all of the class meetings devoted to this training to receive your American Red Cross Certificates (see course schedule for exact dates).
In-Class Activities (25% of Final Grade):

1. Group Activities:  Students will be assigned a group and required to complete a total of 5 group activities worth 10 points each.  Each activity will relate to the course materials and will be used as a way to study for the tests.  

2. Partner Presentations:  Students will work in teams of two to design and present to the class two Health and Safety activities for children.  Each presentation will be worth 25 points and will include both an oral presentation and written materials.  

*If you are absent on the day an In-Class Activity is planned, you miss the opportunity for gaining those activity points.  There will be no make-up activities given. 

Section Tests (25% of Final Grade):  There will be a total of 5 tests worth 20 points each (test 5 will be the Final for the course).  Tests will be made up of a variety of question types including multiple-choice, matching, fill-in-the-blank, and short answer.  Tests will be given during class time and no make-up tests will be given (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact test dates). 

Writing Assignments (25% of Final Grade):

1. Student Project:  Each student will be required to research and write a 3 - 5 page paper on a topic related to health and safety.  The student project is worth 50 points and will require a minimum of two sources in addition to the textbook.  Student projects can be turned in at any time during the semester, but no later than December 7.  Please see Student Project handout for more information.

2. Article/Web-page Critiques:  Each student will be required to read and critique in writing one article and one web-page related to children’s health and safety.   Please see Article/Web-page Critique handout for more information.

*All written assignments must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors.

Class Policies and Procedures:  Please refer to Class Policies handout for complete information on student responsibilities, course work policies, and grades.

1. Attendance:  Students missing more than 3 class meetings will be dropped from the course.

2. Late Work:  All assignments must be turned in on the due date.  Late assignments are not accepted.

3. Missed Tests:  Inform the instructor as soon as you know you will miss a test day and arrangements will be made for you to take the test at another time.  If you fail to inform the instructor before the test date, it will be too late for you to make up that test.  Do not take this lightly.  No excuses will be accepted.

4. Last day to change a class to or from a CR/NC grading basis:  September 17, 2004.  

5. Nine-Week Drop Date:  October 15, 2004.  Students may drop or be dropped through October 15, 2004 and after this date a letter grade will be assigned.
