Course Description:

ESL 266R is an intensive reading course for students of English as a second language.  You will read at least four books in English; we will read two as a class, and you will choose two books to read from a reading list and write book reports on them.  There will be tests, discussions and other assignments for the in-class readings.  Reading activities focus on improving vocabulary, comprehension and reading speed.  You will also work to improve your vocabulary through exercises in the required vocabulary text book.  ESL 266R is a Credit/No Credit class; you need a 75% or better overall average to get Credit for this class.  

Materials:
Be prepared for class.  This means having your own books, paper, pencils and pens, computer disks and everything else you need to actively participate at every class meeting.  Students who are not prepared for class will be asked to leave for the day.  Students who are consistently unprepared will be warned and then dropped from the class; after October 15, these students will automatically receive N/C.

2. Handouts: You will often get handouts. Keep them organized for easy reference.   

3. Lab: You need 3½-inch floppy disks for the lab.  Use a separate disk just for your work for ESL 266R.  Do not save your work in My Documents in any lab. Save your work to your disk frequently in case there is a computer failure. Proofread all work for errors in typing, spelling and grammar.  Do not use the spell-check feature in M/S Word– use an English dictionary. Do not print your assignments for this class; save them to your disk and send them to me via the Digital Drop Box on the Blackboard site for this class.

All your work is subject to grading with either a percentage, a letter grade or check-plus ((+ ) / check-minus ((-).  Work not submitted on time will lose 10% every day it is late, up to 4 days, when the assignment automatically is graded as 0 / F /  INC  (Incomplete).

Participation:
13 - 15 %.  You earn a good grade in participation by meaningfully engaging in class on a daily or regular basis.  You pay attention and actively participate.  You participate in group discussions and stay on topic.  You do all the assigned readings on time and know the material (including if you have questions about it), and you attend class regularly, with a minimum of absences.  When you don’t understand a reading, an assignment or the discussion, you ask questions.  You actively contribute to the community of learners that is our class.
11 – 12%.  You participate in class several times a week.  You do your assignments well and on time, most of the time, and you are prepared to answer most of the questions.  You are usually prepared, your participate in group work is OK, and you usually stay on topic.  However, from time to time, you act like you don’t really care.
9 – 10%.  You attend class, but you don’t participate.  You don’t raise your hand to answer questions, and you never volunteer answers or information.  Even if you know the answer and have done the reading, you sometimes refuse to answer.  In group discussions, you participate a bit, but you are not an active participant.  You only participate when you are observed by the teacher or when she asks you a question.   

< 9.   N/C.  You are usually not prepared, and you don’t care. You don’t complete the assigned work, you miss class often, you are also late to class a lot,  and you don’t know the assignments.  You regularly disrupt the class: you are often reminded to let others participate; you interrupt when someone else is answering; or you talk, doodle or sleep in class.  You do not participate in group discussion.  You cannot answer when called on.    .  Your attitude is disrespecful, disruptive or insulting. You act like you are in high school.
Homework/ in-class work
All students are accountable for all assigned homework and the in-class work, whether or not you attend class.  Late homework is late no matter what the excuse.  If you know that you are going to be absent, you may turn in homework early.  Exchange phone numbers with a couple of students in class.  It is your responsibility to call another student to find out the assignments.  
Written Assignment Requirements

· All writing assignments must be typed.

· Always use Times New Roman, font size 12.   

· All written assignments must be double-spaced.
· All written assignments must have an assignment title.
· Your name, ESL266R, the date and the assignment title must appear in the upper right-hand corner.  

 Attendance:
You chose to take this class to improve your reading skills in English, and attendance is important.  Not attending class affects your participation grade; when you miss class, you cannot participate.  

· Any student who misses more than 8 classes in the semester will be dropped or failed.   

· Any student who is absent for four classes in a row will be dropped. 

· Call me or e-mail me if you know you will miss more than two classes in a row.
· Tardiness: Students who consistently come to class more than 10 minutes after class has started will be marked absent and don’t receive participation for those days, no matter how prepared they are.
Class Rules: 
Rule Number 1.  Be prepared for class.  Bring your books, papers, handouts, notes, floppy disks, pens, pencils, etc.  Students who are not prepared for class will be asked to leave for the day.  Any students who consistently disregard this rule will be warned and then dropped from the class;  after the drop day (Oct. 15) these students will automatically receive NC.

Rule Number 2.  You can’t talk to your neighbor and pay attention at the same time.  Consistent talking outside of group discussions is non-participation. .

Rule Number 3.    NO CELL PHONES.   Do not answer a cell phone during class.  Do not look at your cell phone during class.  Do not leave the classroom to talk on your cell phone.  Turn off you cell phone before you enter the class so that it does not ring in class. Any of these behaviors will result in bring asked to leave class for the day.  Exception:  If you have a sick child at home you must tell me before class – if you do not tell me ahead of time, you will be asked to leave.   

Rule Number 4.   Plagiarism is subject to very harsh consequences.  If you copy work from someone else, from another student, from a former ESL student, from the Internet, from a book, or from any other source, you will receive a zero for that assignment.  You will be reported to the Dean of Students.  You could also receive a failing grade for the class.   You must give all sources of information when you take ideas from another source. This rule is true for all assignments. I have failed students for plagiarism before and I will not hesitate to do it again.
Rule Number 5   Classes in the Lab are not for checking, writing or sending e-mail.  Classes in the Lab are not for surfing the Internet.  Students who are caught on-line, may have their personal e-mail displayed to the entire class and then asked to leave.  Lab classes are not for you to finish your homework.   Manage your time so you can work on your assignments outside of class time.  You can use the computer lab in the library.  You can also use computers at the public library in Reedley and many other towns.
Rule Number 6.      Students who arrive late to class will sit down quietly.  Do not distract other students who are paying attention and participating by asking them questions.  Do not interrupt the teacher.  It is the late student’s responsibility to follow the class. 
If you Break The Rules:
Students who don’t follow these rules, or are disruptive will be asked to leave class for the day.  Students who continue to break the rules or to be disruptive, will be reported to the Dean of Students. (Disruptive means you are talking while we are doing in-class work, you are doing work other than the assigned task, you do not heed warnings, you break the rules, you are insulting or disrespectful to the teacher or other students, etc. If you are worried that some behavior might be disruptive, ask me outside of class.)

My Expectations 
· I expect students to pay attention, take notes and participate in class and group discussions.  

· I expect students to be respectful to me and all other students during class.

· I expect you to be prepared for class.

· I expect you to do your best.  Not everyone gets 100% on every assignment.  But everyone can and must take the time and effort to do their best. 

Late Work:
There are no make-ups for quizzes or in-class assignments.  10% is deducted from homework for each day late; no excuses, no exceptions.  If a student knows s/he  is going to miss class, assignments can be turned in ahead of time (make arrangements with the teacher), or someone else can turn it in on the day it is due.  All responsibility is with the student to find out about homework or assignments missed during an absence.  

Where to Get Help:
1. Directly from the teacher:  Come to my office during my office hours or you can arrange another time with me.  I am often in my office doing my work for all my classes,  so students are encouraged to just stop by, even without an appointment.  I have seen how students who get help from me, or other resources, usually do better in class.  

2. Lab Hours:  If we are working on assignments during our lab time ask for help.  

3. Dawn Workman is my student assistant and an excellent ESL tutor.  She is available on Fridays from 8 – 2.  She has worked with many ESL students and she will be happy to help you with your assignments.  However, you must have something written and ready before she can help you.  DO not go to Dawn expecting her to do the assignment for you.
4. The Tutorial Center, Hum 58:   The Reedley College Tutorial Program provides FREE individual and small-group tutoring to any student who needs and wants to improve his or her class performance.  The Center is aimed at helping students improve subject understanding, study skills, and test preparation, and, in the end, to become strong independent learners.
