Course Description:

This class will help you increase your knowledge of the process of writing, revising, and finishing short papers, including the logical development and organization of ideas.  You will also learn about avoiding common writing errors; develop reading skills by reading model essays and analyzing rhetorical strategies; develop critical thinking skills by matching the structures of writing to meaning and audience, and by using writing as thinking, to explore and express ideas.
