Course Description:

This class will give you practice in writing English sentences, paragraphs, and short papers.  You will also work with spelling, vocabulary, punctuation, and grammar skills needed by college-level writers.  By the end of this class, you should become better at communicating your ideas in writing.  English 252 is a Credit/No Credit (CR/NC) course.  Therefore, you must earn a grade of C or better to receive Credit (CR) in this course.

Essays:

Quizzes & tests

There will be a short quiz every week.  Your lowest quiz grade will be dropped.  All the quizzes will add together to equal one test score.  In addition, there will be three tests and one cumulative final.  The lowest test score, NOT including the final, will be dropped.  THERE ARE NO MAKE UPS ON THE QUIZZES OR TESTS.

In-class work

In-class work will consist of quiz practice, paragraph/essay writing, group work, etc.  Since there is no way to make up in-class work, you must attend class everyday to receive full credit.

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism is stealing other people’s ideas or words and passing them off as your own.  All outside sources, such as books or websites, must be cited in “quotes.”  Having someone rewrite your essay or complete your homework is also considered plagiarism.  If you attempt to plagiarize, you will receive no credit for your assignment and you will be reported to the Dean of Instruction.
