If you do not come to class prepared with the materials listed above, you may be asked to leave.  This includes bringing your textbook to class everyday.

Attendance:
Students are expected to attend all class sessions, be on time and be in class the entire class session.  There are no excused absences.  If you miss a class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to learn the material covered in class that day.  If you decide to stop attending class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to drop this class.  The necessary forms are available in the Admissions & Records Office.  Students who fail to show on the first two days of class are automatically dropped.


If you miss more than three (3) class sessions or the equivalent, not necessarily consecutive, I will drop you automatically from this course.  If this happens after the drop date you may receive an “F” grade for the course.  There are no “make-up’s” for missing a class session.

Tardies:
You are expected to be on time everyday.  A tardy is arriving anywhere between 1 and 20 minutes late.  After that, it is marked as an absence.  It is distracting and rude to your classmates and to me when a student enters the classroom late.  Two tardies equal one absence.  You are responsible for checking with me at the end of class to make sure I marked you tardy and not absent.  If you do not check with me, you risk losing four (4) participation points instead of two (2).  (See “Participation” section)

Participation:
Each student will begin the term with twenty-four (24) participation points.  Each absence results in a loss of four (4) points.  Each tardy will cost you two (2) points.  If you leave class early, this also, will cost you two (2) points.

Homework:
You are strongly encouraged to do the homework assigned everyday.  It is necessary to practice the concepts so that understanding can be achieved.  All homework assigned in class should be completed for the next class session.  (Any athlete or musician requires practice to improve his/her performance.  The same concept applies to anyone learning new subject matter.)  Homework will be collected and graded at the end of each chapter.  Each chapter is worth one hundred (100) points.  Homework is graded upon completeness, neatness and effort.  Problems must be written out (except the word problems) and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  The final answer to each problem should be highlighted.  No late homework is accepted!  Homework with frayed edges from a spiral notebook also will not be accepted.  Being absent does not entitle you to turn in the assignment late.  It is your responsibility to make sure it is turned in when it is due.


Upon entering class, please list on the board (upper right corner) the problem numbers you would like me to review from the homework with the class.  If the problem number is already listed, please place a check mark (() next to it so that it is apparent that more than one person is requesting that problem.  A maximum of six (6) of the most requested problems will be addressed, as time allows.

Exams:
There will be five (5) exams plus a final comprehensive exam.  Each exam is worth one hundred (100) points.   The final exam is worth two hundred (200) points.  No exam will be given early or late, nor may they be made up if missed.   Please do not ask!  The final exam is scheduled for Tuesday, December 14th during regular class time.

Grades:
Test account for 70% of your grade.  Homework accounts for 20% of your grade and participation accounts for 10%.  The following scale determines your course grade.
A = 90 – 100%, B = 80 – 89%, C = 70 – 79%, D = 60 – 69%, F = below 60%

As a part-time instructor for Reedley College, I have neither an office nor office hours.  If you need to get a message to me, please use my email address (see top of syllabus) or get to know one of your classmates and have him/her bring it to me personally before class.
