Text:  Elementary and Intermediate Algebra:  A Combined Course by McKeaque 2nd Edition

Course Description:  This is a one semester course covering functions (notation, graphing, solving).  Functions that will be considered are polynomial functions (with a special emphasis on quadratics), radical functions, logarithmic and exponential functions and conic sections.

Attendance:  Intermediate Algebra is a course that builds each class session on the session before it.  If you miss a class, it is very difficult to not fall behind.  If you cannot make it to a class meeting, please notify the instructor ahead of time.  If you miss a class without notification, it will be considered an unexcused absence.
