STRUCTURES AND CONCEPTS OF MATHEMATICS

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Designed for prospective elementary school teachers, this course will cover problem solving, sets, whole numbers and functions, fractions, numeration systems, whole number computations, integers and number theory, rational and irrational numbers, percents and decimals.

OBJECTIVE:  To acquaint future teachers with the mathematics content and problem solving strategies relevant to teaching in grades Kindergarten through eighth grade.   
MATERIALS REQUIRED:
Text:  Mathematics for Elementary School Teachers, Eighth Edition; Author: Billstein, Libeskind, Lott

Optional:  Student Solutions Manual

Materials:  .75 - 1 Inch 3 Ring Binder, Colored Pencils

ATTENDANCE:  Students are expected to attend all class meetings, be on time, and be in class the entire class session. Please call me if you are absent more than one day.  Two (2) absences may result in a drop from the course.  However, if you decide to drop the course, it is your responsibility to make the drop official in the Admissions and Records office or else possibly receive a grade of F.

TARDIES:  Students are expected to be on time.  It is distracting, rude and unfair to fellow classmates and to the instructor when a student is late.  Two tardies will be counted as one absence.  If you do not tell me of your tardy after class, you will be marked absent.

PARTICIPATION/GROUPWORK GRADE:  Each student will begin the 18-week session with thirty (30) participation points. Participation in this class will be a part of the grade for this course.  What you get out of this class will be dependent on how much you contribute to the class as well as your work outside class.  You cannot participate if you are not in class, your participation points will be computed as follows: If you are absent more than three (3) times, you will receive zero [0] participation points.  Some of this class will involve working in groups, participating in classroom discussion, and presenting problem solutions to your peers. Groupwork assigned in class may be collected at the end of class and graded.  These assignments will be worth up to twenty [20] points each.  Groupwork cannot be made up.  If you leave class early, it will be counted as an absence.  Non-compliance with any groupwork assigned in class will result in a 5-30 point reduction in participation points.
TESTS:  Three tests, worth 100 points each, will be given.  There are NO MAKEUPS for missed tests.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!  If you absolutely must be absent on the day a test is scheduled, you may discuss with me the possibility of taking the test early.  The comprehensive final exam may be used to replace a missed exam.

HOMEWORK:   Homework will be assigned on each day the class meets.  Assignments will always be collected the day of the exam for all sections covered by the exam.  Each assignment will be worth up to 10 points and will be graded on completeness, neatness, and effort.  Problems must be written out (except word problems) and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  LATE HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

Note:  Being absent the day homework is collected does not entitle you to turn it in late!
