Course Catalog Description:
Arithmetic operations of whole numbers, fractions, decimals, ratio and proportions, percents, order of operations and the metric system; word problems and applications of arithmetic.  Designed as a quick refresher of college arithmetic.

Course Outline:
1. Whole Numbers:  Addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of whole numbers; exponents and order of operations; Rounding and Estimation.
2. Fraction: Simplify fractions; improper fractions and mixed numbers; multiplication and division of fractions and mixed numbers; least common denominator; addition and subtraction of fractions.
3. Decimals: Decimal notation; addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division of decimals; converting fractions to decimals.
4. Ratio and Proportion: Ratios and rates; the concept of proportions, applied problems.
5. Percent: Concept; converting between percents, decimals, and fractions; word problems.
6. Signed Numbers: Addition, Subtraction, multiplication and division of signed numbers; Order of operations; scientific notation.
Textbooks:

J. Tobey, J. Slater. Basic College Mathematics, 4th Edition.  Prentice Hall.
