Homework and quizzes

Tests:  About five or six tests will be given during the term.  These will cover the most recent material covered (usually one chapter).  Unless special circumstances exist, the test must be completed during the class.  No extra time will be given.  The lowest of these test scores will be dropped.  Students are allowed to use one 3”x 5” index card for notes to use during each test.  These notes must be handwritten.  (No duplicated material can be pasted onto the card.)  The instructor will check these cards prior to each test to see that they are the proper size and that they are handwritten.

Final Exam:  A required two-hour comprehensive final exam will be given during finals week.  

Homework:  “Practice makes perfect” is particularly true in mathematics.  Assignments are shown on each packet of notes.  The due dates for each assignment will be announced.  Homework assignments will be marked by the instructor.  Problems should be written out (except for word problems), and all work must be shown.  When necessary, diagrams and graphs must be included and should be clear and neat.  The entire homework assignment will be checked for completion and clarity, and certain specific problems will be marked in depth. A fully completed homework assignment will be worth ten homework points.

Late Work and Make-up Assignments:  Homework should be submitted on time.  Late homework will not be given full credit.  An optional make-up assignment will be given at the end of each chapter.  This make-up assignment is worth four extra credit homework points.

Quizzes / Class Activities:  Short quizzes (about 20 minutes) will be given occasionally.  These quizzes will be used to test the students’ understanding of the material as we progress with the course.  One index card may also be used during these quizzes.  These quizzes may be announced or unannounced.  Class activities will occasionally be assigned and collected for a grade.  These will be done either individually or in a group and are intended as a method to practice new course material.
