Method of Presentation:


The objectives of this course will be accomplished through class lectures, demonstrations, musical recordings, videos, DVD’s, written assignments, concert reports, reading assignments, written quizzes, class presentations and a final examination.

Method of Evaluation: 


A. Attendance and Class Participation





(20%)



1. Three (3) tardies = One (1) absence. Students entering class AFTER

 attendance is taken will be considered tardy.

2. If a student is absent for MORE than Four (4) class meetings, then s/he may 

lose credit for the course.

B. Two (2) Concert Reports






(20%)

1. Students are REQUIRED to attend two (2) live concerts (no videos, DVDs, movies or TV programming will be accepted), and write reports on their experience. Each report must be two (2) typed pages and include the ticket stub. The written content must be of college-level quality.

2. The concerts you plan to attend MUST be approved by the instructor PRIOR to the event. The concerts you attend MUST take place during the semester.

C. Contemporary Music Project






(10%)


This project consists of an in-class oral presentation. Your presentation must use at least one musical example (CD, cassette, video or DVD) and must be at least five (5) minutes in length. You must present solid and concise information about the performer(s), their style and music. You will receive a detailed handout regarding this project.
D. Quizzes and the Final Examination





(50%)

1. There will be six (6) quizzes and one (1) final examination during this semester. 

2. All quiz and final examination questions will be drawn from assigned readings, lectures, listening and in-class presentations.

3. There will be a variety of question styles, such as fill-in-the-blank, true/false, matching and essays.

Make-Up Work:


There will be NO make-ups for quizzes, concert reports or in-class presentations missed, unless allowed at the discretion of the instructor.
