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Course Description
Photo 10 is a 3 unit class which meets Monday and Wednesday. This course is designed for the student who has little or no formal photographic experience.  It is for those who are interested in learning the basic principles and techniques of Black-and-White photography and camera techniques.

Photo 10 is one of several photo classes offered at Reedley College. Whether or not you continue in the program, this course will present you with the knowledge and experience to make better photographs by stressing fundamentals, creativity, visual awareness, problem solving, and professionalism.  The teaching methods employ hands-on experiences, information from text, lectures and demonstrations so that the student can learn to solve picture-taking and darkroom problems.

Students are expected to spend 5 hours per week outside of class involved in reading and shooting their assignments.

L.  Two No. 882 Scantron’s. One for the Midterm and one for the Final.

M.  Eight envelopes to put your work into. Envelopes can only be used one time.

Attendance Policy
Consistent attendance is vital to successfully competing any class.  Therefore 10 points will be subtracted from your total points earned for every missed class and 5 points will be subtracted from your total points earned for coming late or leaving early from class.  Students missing a total of three lectures in a row will be dropped from the class.  Attendance will be taken at the beginning of lecture and it is your responsibility to get on the roll if you are late.  Not attending class, arriving late or leaving early does not relive you from being responsible for all class notes and assignments given or collected in your absence.  Lectures are not repeated on an individual basis so get missed information or notes from a classmate.

Grading Policy
A.  Each project will have a point value assigned.  It will be evaluated on how well you meet the project requirements.  Points will be subtracted from the total based on your technical quality, presentation, total effort and ability to follow directions.

B.  Each project will have an assigned due date.  No project will be accepted any later then the next class meeting following the due date.  Those projects that are turned in late will be penalized one grade level from the earned grade and can’t be raised higher then a C if re-done.

C.  Extra credit points are not available.  However, any project maybe redone for a better grade by correcting any technical or presentation problems that resulted in minus points.  You may raise it one grade level and have until the last lab of the semester to get it in.

D.  There will be a Mid-Term and a Final Exam covering the assigned text and lecture material. You will need to have a Scantron 882 for the Mid-Term and Final Exam. In addition there will be two quizzes given during the semester.  Quizzes will be unannounced and generally right after roll call.  The quizzes, the Mid-Term Exam or the Final Exam can not be made up if missed.  Refer to the course outline for the dates of the Mid-term and Final.  

E.  Failure to pass the Assignments or take the Final Exam will result in your not passing the course.

G.  PROJECT REQUIREMENTS: (additional requirements may be given with each project)
1.  All of your project production phases must be completed by you.

2.  Using someone else’s work as your own will result in no project points.  If this occurs twice you will be dropped from the class.

3.  No negatives made prior to the beginning date of the class may be used  for assignments.

4.  Contact sheets and negatives are required for all projects and any enlargements turned in for a grade must be in those negatives and contact sheets.

5.  All assignments must be submitted in an envelope large enough to accommodate an 11x14 mount board.    

6.  All of your mount boards will have your name and the date printed on the front right side under the photograph.  Photographs not properly labeled will be returned to the maker ungraded.

7.  All envelopes used for turning in assignments will have your name, the date and the assignment number printed on the front, upper right corner. Envelopes not properly labeled will be returned to the maker ungraded.  Envelopes can only be used one time.

H.  No work will be accepted during finals.  Any re-do projects must be turned in by the end of your semester’s last lab.

I.  An incomplete is given only in extreme hardship cases, due to circumstances beyond the students control.  Not completing or passing the course work does not in itself justify an incomplete.

J.  Keep all graded assignments in their original envelopes so that in the event of a conflict of grades or lost records, you will be able to document your grades.  If you are called upon to produce the work and are unable to, you will receive no credit.

LAB PROCEDURES

A. LAB TIME - To be announced.  Unless otherwise announced, the lab will NOT be open at any other times.

B. LAB CLEAN UP - Each student who works in the lab is responsible for cleaning up after themselves and for putting back any equipment that they use. Failure to clean up after yourself or to put away the equipment you have use will result in the loss of 10 points per incident.

C.  LOCKER POLICY - There are no lockers in the lab for long term storage of your supplies or property.  However there is storage space under the enlargers for you to store your property and supplies while you are working in the lab. All storage space must be cleaned out at the end of each class session. D.  PERSONAL WORK - Our photo lab is not a hobby shop.  However because I feel experience is the true teacher, you are encouraged to do personal photography and work in the lab as time allows.  I feel that the more you do, the more you’ll learn.

However, some rules must be observed when doing personal work;

1.  Your class projects must be completed first.

2. Doing personal work can not prevent others from completing their assigned projects. 

3. Do not operate a photography business out of our lab.

4.  No sexually exploitive work.

E.  CAMERA CHECK OUT - There a few cameras available for those who don’t have one.  Cameras will be loaned for a period of one week and on a first come first served basis.  Students not returning cameras on time will lose 10 points and may be restricted from checking out cameras for the rest of the semester. Students checking out cameras are financially responsible for replacing a lost or stolen camera, or for the repair of a damaged camera.  Failure to return a camera or to pay for the replacement of a lost or stolen camera or paying for the repair of a damaged camera will result in the student being reported to the appropriate authorities. Reedley College cameras are only available to students currently enrolled in the photography program.
