Overview of Course:  This course will provide you with a general introduction to developmental psychology; it will cover several areas of development (e.g., physical, cognitive, social, personality, etc.) from conception to death.  Upon completion of the end of the course, you should understand and be able to describe how humans develop throughout the life span.  

Specific Course Goals:  Students who successfully complete CD/PSYCH 38—Lifespan 
Development should be able to:  

1. List and describe the major stages of human growth and development. 

2. State appropriate behavioral expectations and developmental tasks associated with each major stage of development as well as the continuity and change occurring within these processes. 

3. Analyze different developmental events from the perspectives of the major theories of development—cognitive, learning, humanistic, and psychoanalytic—and recognize those theories (and theorists) when used by others to analyze events. 

4. State and discuss (pro and con) the basic issues of the nature/nurture controversy. 

5. Explain how research contributes to the understanding of development; and define and differentiate among the research methods used in human growth and development, including cross-sectional, longitudinal and sequential designs. 

6. Recall important developmental concepts and be able to recognize and apply these concepts in various situations.  

Grading:  Grades will be based on student performance in reading, observing, listening, speaking, and writing.

All points assigned to each category will be multiplied by the corresponding percentage identified.

· Attendance, Participation & Small Group Activities (SGA):  
Attendance is one measure of participation, and regular attendance will increase your opportunity to participate; thus increasing your likelihood of success in the course; you are expected and highly encouraged to attend class, participate and complete in-class assignments when given. From time to time, students will be placed in groups and assigned a topic for an in-class discussion. These group activities will vary in time and culminate in a brief in-class group report (either written or oral). Students must be present to obtain credit for these assignments. 
College policy allows the instructor to drop a student who has missed more than two weeks of class (4 class sessions). For this course, students who miss three weeks of class (6 class sessions) or more before the OCTOBER 15th drop date WILL BE DROPPED FROM THE CLASS. All absences before the OCTOBER 15th drop date will result in approximately a 3 point LOSS from attendance points. Absences occurring AFTER the OCTOBER 15th drop date will result in a LOSS of 7.5 points PER absence. 

When students know that they will be unable to attend class, FOR ANY REASON AT ALL (excused or unexcused), they must read and summarize “in writing” the material missed to excuse the absence and regain the points loss. 

· Student may choose either to complete this assignment in “paragraph” and/or “partial sentence outline” form. The format that best suits the student’s learning style should be the one chosen.

· This assignment is due ONE (1) week from the assigned date (which corresponds to the student’s return date to campus), or the absence will NOT be cleared! 

· Students can make up a maximum of EIGHT (8) absences for the semester.  
· It is the complete RESPONSIBILITY of the STUDENT to CLEAR ABSENCES!!

· Written Homework Responses: 

Over the course of the semester, students will be expected to complete several out-of-class assignments. These assignments will most likely follow from the in-class discussion topics mentioned above. Using the textbook as well as other sources (i.e. websites, internet, etc.), each student will write an independent response/analysis of the assigned topic(s). Specific information for each of these assignments will be passed out with corresponding details at later dates.
· Research Article Summary: 
To better acquaint students with research published in the field of developmental psychology, and to familiarize them with the scientific method and tone of professional writing, they will seek out and obtain ONE study on a topic of their choice. Students will locate, obtain, read, summarize and critique the article in a written report.
· On-line Quizzes:  
Students will be required to complete several on-line quizzes in order to demonstrate their understanding of the material being covered. To complete these assignments, students will need computer access to the internet. If students do not have access from home, they need to make arrangements to use one of the on-campus computer laboratories to complete their assignments.
