Spanish 1 Course Description

This first semester Spanish course focuses on listening, speaking, grammar, writing, and reading.  4 units


This section of Spanish 1 emphasizes communication skills, which students practice working in pairs as much as possible.  Students will learn present and past tenses and cultural details such as the Spanish formal and informal "you".

Method of instruction:
An activity will be modeled, then students will respond individually or work in pairs to assimilate the vocabulary and structures presented.  Instruction will be in Spanish to the extent possible.

Course goals:
1. To build communications skills in Spanish.

2. To develop sensitivity to cultural similarities and differences.

3. By the end of the semester, you will be able to: a) state what is happening when shown a picture of an action; b) describe your habits, home, family, and friends;

and  c) describe other

 persons and things using appropriate adjectives.

Tests and Grades:  Your final grade will be based on:

Written and oral exams 60%:  There will be nine tests based on the textbook, feathering written and oral components.  NO MAKE-UP EXAMS WILL BE GIVEN.  The final exam will cover chapter 7 (or  8) of the textbook and highlights of chapters 1-7.

Written homework assignments 30%:  Homework will be due 2 to 5 school days after assigned.  It will be graded and returned before tests to help study for each exam.  Homework may be turned in prior to a due date but will not be accepted after that date.

Class participation 10%:  Because the emphasis of this course is communication skills, oral class participation in Spanish will be noted on an ongoing basis.  Much of the participation will be reading from the textbook or doing the exercises in it.  Students who do not wish to speak up because of shyness will be encouraged by the friendly class atmosphere to speak in Spanish.  Final exam:  Tues., Dec. 14, 2004, 3:00-4:50 p.m.

Drop Policy:  The last day to drop this class is Friday, October 15, 2004.  Prior to that date, three consecutive absences result in an automatic drop.  Other students will be admitted to the class in your place after three consecutive absences.
