COURSE REQUIREMENTS:


Attendance: is required. Excused absences require a physician’s verified medical excuse. Absences for any other reason may be discussed prior to class. It is your responsibility to notify me by phone or email if you will be absent and to make arrangements to get notes and/or turn in the days assignments. A grade of “0” will be assigned if you miss a speech without an acceptable excuse. Work related excuses are not acceptable. 


More than a week of unexcused absences will result in a reduction of 2 participation points for each additional absence. In other words, if your class meets three times a week, you may only have three unexcused absences. Any student who misses more than 6 classes before the final drop date will be dropped from the course.


DO NOT BE LATE. Excessive tardiness will result in a reduction of participation points from your final grade. If you are late on a speech day, please wait outside until the speaker has finished. Failure to do so will result in a reduction of points from your speech that day.


Participation: In addition to attending class, you are expected to actively participate in all classroom activities and group discussions. Therefore, plan on arriving to class on time and remaining until class is dismissed. Class participation is essential in a course of this nature where we work in groups, pairs, etc. You are expected to listen to both the instructor and your fellow classmates. Rude behavior will not be tolerated. Furthermore, please turn off all phones and pagers for the class period.

Readings: You will be responsible for all of the readings assigned form the text. Weekly reading assignments are posted on the class schedule and should be read before class.


Exercises: Weekly exercises will be assigned which correspond to the week’s readings/lectures. Assignments are due at the beginning of class and should be typed (unless otherwise noted).


Quizzes: There will be ten true/false, multiple choice, short answer quizzes. Each quiz will cover information from the readings and lectures and will focus on two or three previous lessons. Quizzes will be given at the beginning of class. YOU MUST BE IN CLASS ON TIME IN ORDER TO TAKE THE QUIZ.  No make-ups will be granted for any reason. If you miss a quiz you may complete an extra credit assignment.

Speeches: As with anything, “Practice may help you make perfect!” Therefore you will be given several opportunities to master your skills at public speaking (both graded and non-graded assignments). We will start small and build in length, quality, etc. as the semester progresses. There will be 4 minor and 4 major speeches. The minor speeches will include a toast, accepting an award, a eulogy, and a persuasive impromptu. Minor speeches will be 1 minute in length. Minor speeches may be graded by your peers. Further details will be given in class. The major speeches will consist of a “celebration of culture,” storytelling, an informative “How To,” and a persuasive speech. Major speeches will be 2-8 minutes long. A grade of “0” will be assigned if you miss a scheduled speech day. There are no make-ups for speeches without a physician’s verified medical excuse. Under extenuating circumstances, the instructor may grant an excuse. Make-ups for excused speeches will be on the next speaking date and may result in the reduction of one letter grade. Furthermore, make-ups are contingent upon available time.

Abstracts: You will be required to turn in an abstract for each major speech. Briefly, an abstract is a summary of your research materials. Further details will be given in class.


Speech of Introduction: You will be asked to compose a storyboard which answers several questions about who you are and present this to the class as an informal speech. Further details will be given in class.


FINAL IMPROMPTU:  Your final exam will be an impromptu speech. It will be cumulative in the sense that you will utilize all of the skills you have learned during the semester. Further details will be given in class.

Extra Credit: There are several extra credit assignments listed in groups (by due date) on the syllabus. You may complete one from each group. This is your opportunity to make up any missed work. Further details will be discussed in class. Remember, extra credit means “extra effort, extra work, and extra care.” Late assignments will not be accepted for any reason.

ABSTRACT ASSIGNMENT

This exercise serves several purposes. First, this assignment is related to your chapters on topic selection and research. Second, you will learn how to use the library. Third, you will be able to prepare, in advance, for your Major speeches.

You will turn in abstracts for each Major speech – 4 total. Due dates are listed on your course outline. Abstract 1 and 2 are worth 10 points each and abstracts 3 and 4 are worth 15 points each. No late assignments will be accepted. 
You are to find a minimum of 2 references for Major speeches 1 and 2 and 4 references for Major speeches 3 and 4.  Your references must be “credible” sources and you must have different types of references (i.e. a journal article, a newspaper, a book, etc.)

You will turn in a reference card/paper and a copy of the article, statistic from your book, etc. from each source. The card/paper should contain the following: 1) the subject of your speech, 2) the author/book info. (you may use any style you want – A.P.A., M.L.A., the style from your text, etc.), and 3) a brief summary, in your own words, of the book, journal, etc.

Exercise 1 – 10 pts. (What is Communication?)

Using a poster board, magazines, newspapers, etc., create a collage which answers the question, “What is Communication?” Be creative and have fun.

Exercise 2 – 15 pts. (Exploring Culture)

Write a 1-2 page paper which answers the following questions:

1. What is the one co-culture (group based on ethnicity, religion, occupation, education, etc.) you identify with the most?

2. How strong a tie do you feel to this group?

3. How is this tie manifested? In other words, are there certain traditions maintained in such areas as food, dress, language, travel, work, holiday rituals, roles played, etc.

4. Was your group in the minority or the majority where you grew up? Did this have a significant effect on who you are today? Why or why not?

5. What are some stereotypes that have been assigned to you and how have you dealt with this?

6. Have you ever felt discriminated against because of your association with this group or any other group you belong to?

7. What do you think needs to be done to create better understanding among different groups in our schools, state, and nation? Be as specific as possible – offer a plan.

Exercise 3  - 15 pts. (Listening)

Directions: Discuss your answers to the following question in a typed 1-2 page paper. Be as specific as possible – do not give one word, vague answers.  Reply based on your gut instinct. Do not read the chapter and regurgitate info from the book.

1. Are listening and hearing the same thing? Why or why not?

2. Why is it so hard to listen to some speakers but not to others? What do (can) speakers do to make listening worthwhile and apparently effortless for the audience?

3. Suppose you were giving a speech and nobody was listening to you. What would you do? Suppose someone else was giving a speech and nobody was listening to them. Do you have a responsibility to help the speaker out? Why or why not? What would you do?

4. What topics do you find hard to listen to? Explain why this is and how you might improve your listening in these situations.

5. After answering these questions, what do you think might be your strengths and weaknesses when it comes to listening?
