Required Materials:  Macromedia Director MX: Against the Clock textbook and CD, at least one Zip 100 diskette, sketchbook (plain paper), and pencils (HB-4B and F) and pens.

Class Schedule: Tuesday / Thursday 9:00AM to 11:50AM

Class Objective: Students will develop skills with Director MX and related programs (especially Photoshop) to make complex fine art projects.
Homework Assignments: In addition to occasional research and lab hours, homework assignments include textbook reading assignments, source drawings for scanning, and a three-and-a-half to five-page report.  

Grading Policy:  The course grade includes several major projects, selected in-class tutorials, and a written assignment.  Late assignments will receive half credit and will not be accepted more than one week late.  The final exam must be taken when scheduled.
Standard Grade Scale:  A 90-100%, B 80-89%, C 70-79%, D 60-69%, and F 0-59%

Attendance and Drop Policy: Attendance will be taken every class session.  If you arrive late, it is your responsibility to inform the instructor after class so that your absence will be changed to a tardy.  Three tardies constitute an absence.  Three absences make a student eligible to be dropped in the drop period and will adversely affect the student’s overall grade after the drop date.
