COURSE DESCRIPTION: A study of the concepts of principles of early childhood education.  The application of theory and teaching techniques within a preschool learning environment are emphasized.

COURSE SYLLABUS:  Two hour Lecture AND 4 Hour Lab per week (Lab hours will be arranged individually).  72 Total Lab Hours @ 4 hours per week with one week student teaching Monday through Friday 9-12 p.m. or 1-4 p.m.

This course is the study of the concepts and principles of early childhood education.  Students will practice the application of learning theories and age-appropriate teaching techniques in the Lab School on campus.  This is a Student Teaching course.

UNIT PLANNING AND TEACHING:
1. Teaching Week 
1) You will be required to plan and teach one week (Monday – Friday) at the Preschool Lab

2) You will teach either the AM (9:00-12:00) or PM (1:00-4:00) shift 

3) You are required to arrive before your teaching shift begins to set-up, you must be ready to teach at the beginning of your shift

4) You will sign up for a topic/unit to teach from the master teaching calendar through Mrs. Turpen

5) Review you teaching packet 

2. Block Plan Approval – 

1) The Five Day Block Plan must be submitted to Mrs. Turpen at least 2 weeks prior to your teaching week, for approval.  Schedule an appointment with Mrs. Turpen during lab or office hours.  Be sure to plan and schedule well in advance.

2) WHAT TO BRING TO THE MEETING:
a)   completed Five Day Block plan (in pencil)

b) 5 books or flannel board stories
c) sample of all activities (art, math, science)

d) parent letter  

3) After the block plan has been approved, take the block plan, parent letter, and supply list to the Lab Site-Supervisor for approval.  This meeting needs to take place no later than the Tuesday prior to your teaching week.
a) Bulletin board – thematically related to your unit and on the ECE lab bulletin board on the FRIDAY afternoon, prior to your teaching week (after 12:00 noon). You get 2 lab hours for the set up time involved. 
3. Teaching Week – you are in charge of teaching for 1 week

A. Arrive to the lab school ½ hour before your teaching time to set up all materials.

B. Teaching Plan and Format – Refer to Teaching Packet – Make sure you have these completed before you walk in the door of the lab school:
1) Five Day Block Plan (white)
2) Daily Plans (ivory or green) – complete one form for each of the five days.
3) Center Work Lesson Plans (yellow)- complete one form for each activity.  
4) Project Work Lesson Plans (salmon) – complete front of one form for each of the five days, complete the evaluation back at the end of each day while your memory is still fresh. 
a) This is a weeklong group project, which the students add to each day.

b) Make it practical.

c) Let the children make decisions in the creation of the project.

d) Provide children with opportunities to apply skills.

e) Encourage children to determine what to work on & accept them as experts. 

f) Project Phases:

1. Discuss and refine the topic with the children.  Allow for integrating of subjects (science, math, literature, art, etc.). 

2. Children are investigating, drawing from observations, constructing models, observing, exploring, predicting, etc. 

3. Teacher observes each child’s participation and conversations are carefully noted and transcribed.  This is the fuel for planning the next step. 

4. Reports of the result (presentation at circle time), or displays (pictures) and documentation 
Things to remember to have a successful teaching week  
1) Follow the daily schedule (do music during music time) – Have music prepared that is related to the unit.  Be sure to include this in your written unit.

2) Make sure all materials and lesson plans are prepared for activities before class time.

3) Utilize creative transition chants and music to go from one activity to another (i.e. centers to clean up / or clean up to recall).

4) Children should NEVER be standing in a line waiting for the next activity. We have enough adults and some of them should be placed at the next activity area. 

5) Know the schedule and take initiative.

6) Ask fellow students to help at the different centers or with various learning experiences.

7) Conduct “Large Group” activities – (i.e. calendar, sharing, etc.), after you are introduced by the Site-Supervisor.

8) See that all children’s work is placed in their cubbies or displayed respectfully in the room.  You may ask the Site-Supervisor if they want to add any of the children’s work to their portfolio. 

9) See that the kitchen and all snack materials are cleaned up by delegating these responsibilities 

10) Return all materials to their proper storage area.

D. Each student is responsible for remembering which week they

sign up to teach. 
WRITTEN TEACHING UNIT:
1. Due 10 school days after completion of teaching, unless your teaching week is at the end of the semester.  Those who teach the week prior to finals week, will need to get the final written unit to the lab director the Monday of finals week.

BULLETIN BOARD:

1. Two bulletin boards are required.

DEVELOPMENTAL SCREEN:

ACTIVITIES:

1. In class activities will be provided several times during the semester to promote application of the material.

2. The activities will be designed to complete individually or in small groups.  The total points are between 5-20.

3. There are no make-ups for missed activities (except during teaching week). 

COMPETENCY CHECKLIST
Twice during the semester the Site Supervisor and Instructor will complete a Competency Checklist. Students will be assessed on their overall performance in several areas of teaching.  Using the results from the first assessment students are to make improvements in the teaching performance.   

LAB HOURS:

1. 72  lab hours are required, arrangements are made through the site-supervisor – Glenita Prince (extension 3350)
A. Students are not allowed to take an incomplete, unless they meet the standard for an incomplete as established by the college. 

B. The standard established by the college is “illness or some other verified unavoidable circumstance”. 

2. Students are to sign a contract with their lab Site-Supervisor, Glenita.  This contract dictates your scheduled lab time.  Students may not deviate from the hours on the contract without permission from the lab director. 

3. Students are to clock in on their own time card. No other time cards are to be tampered with in any way. Students are on the honor system. Any deviation from honest recording of lab hours or tampering with another student’s time card is considered cheating, and will be dealt with according to the college standards. 

4. Students must submit written proof of completion of lab hours.

5. Incomplete lab hours will result in the final grade being dropped 1 letter grade.

6. Timecard hours are to be totaled and signed off by Glenita. The completed time card is to be turned in to me, Ms. Turpen, on or before the day of the final.

3. Because of the large student load, it is helpful to have important questions or comments submitted in writing.  A sticky note works well.

4. Instructor set-up time - 10 minutes prior to class beginning is the instructors set up time, therefore individual questions would be better addressed during office hours.

5. Instructor schedule – the instructor may not be able to stay after class on certain days.  Please respect the instructors teaching schedule and see me during office hours.  

a) I have an open door policy during office hours.  If I am on the phone or with another student, please wait patiently.

6. If you would like a copy of something, allow 2-5 days for processing.

7. Please turn off cell phones and pagers during class time.

8. TIMING IS EVERYTHING – use common sense and consideration.
2. Class work
1. Assignments are to be turned in on time.  Late assignments are not accepted. 

A. It is best to turn in the assignment directly to the instructor on the day it is due.  Assignments have been lost when a student tries to give it to someone else to turn in for them.  An acceptable alternate method to turn in assignments is at the Reedley College switchboard.  Make sure they stamp the date on it, and they will route it to me.  If you fail to turn the assignment in during class, I cannot accept papers without a date stamped on it.  Students may not enter the faculty mailbox area to turn in assignments.    Anything not turned in during class is done at the risk of the student.  Be sure to keep a copy of everything you turn in. 

2. Student Name – first and last name are required on all written work to receive credit.

3. Written assignments – all written assignments must be typed.

4. Exams:  students are responsible for erasures on scantron type exams.

5. Final:  There are no make-ups on missed finals.

6. Cheating: Students are expected to conduct themselves according to the Student Conduct Standards.  Cause for discipline include, but are not limited to:

A. Dishonesty, including but not limited to cheating, plagiarism, or furnishing false information to the college.

B. Threat of physical abuse, on or off college property, of the person or property of any member of the college community or of members of his/her family. 

7. Plastic folders for written work, make it hard for the instructor to grade the paper and make comments.  Please avoid using this type of device.  However, plastic folders are fine for samples of a child’s artwork.

8. All projects, tests and papers will be returned during class time.  If you are absent when they are returned, please pick them up in my office.  Items not picked up by the end of the semester (finals week), will be disposed of.

9. Final Week Schedule – each student is responsible for reading the class schedule and making arrangements to be to the final at the scheduled time. 

3.   Grades

a. Grades are confidential.  I would be happy to discuss grades during office

hours.  Discussion of grades cannot take place in the classroom, while other students are present. 

b. If  the instructor has calculated an in progress grade for you during the

semester, remember, this is “IN PROGRESS”, and the final grade may not be the same as the “IN PROGRESS” grade, should the student fail to complete the remainder of assignments with the same level of quality.
