Course Objectives:


Students will be able to access an UNIX operating system, manage directories, manipulate files, setup directory and file security, specify shell commands to the operating system, read and write shell scripting, and program under UNIX operating system environment





Textbook:


Bulletproof Unix, by Timothy Gottleber, Prentice Hall.





Course Outline:


Introduction to Unix: History of Unix; Overview of UNIX.


Simple Unix Commands: Unix process model; “man” command; “who” and related commands; communication commands; get system information commands; calendar command.


File Handling in Unix: create and remove directories,  create and remove files, move between directories; set file and directory permissions.


File-Matching Meta-characters, Commands, and History: display parts of command line; display parts of files; create hard and soft links; count the lines, characters, and words n a file.


“ed” Editor: create/modify/save files; add/delete/changing lines in the file; copy/move/replace lines of text.


“vi” Editor: create/modify/save files; add/delete/changing lines in the file; copy/move/replace lines of text.


Print Job Related commands: lp, lpq, file, chmod, chgrp; system resource related commands.


Tools and Concepts: find, pipes, redirection commands; shell variables; “awk” command.


Shell Scripts:  Script standards, built-in commands.





Course Prerequisite: None.

Basic Skills Advisory: Experience using a personal computer.

Homework:  (10% of the total grade points)


Homework is assigned for each chapter presented in the course.  Homework will be graded on correctness, completeness, neatness, and effort of the entire assignment. Points will be deducted for late homework. Homework should be done on 8.5" by 11" lined paper, stapled on upper left hand corner, with your name, class name (CSCI 15), and chapter number on the upper right hand corner.





Lab Assignments: (30% of the total grade points)


Lab assignments are assigned at the beginning of each lab session. You should be able to complete each lab assignment during the each lab period.  Turn in the programs at end of each lab.  





Tests: (60% of the total grade points)


There is a written test every two chapters.  Each test is 100 points. Early tests can be arranged with a very good reason.  A more difficult late test can only be arranged if you have an excuse verified by an impartial party (i.e., a doctor or a court note). 





Grading:


60% of the final grade points are from the average score of all chapter tests.


30% of the final grade points are from the average score of all lab assignments.


10% of the final grade points are from the average score of homework assignments.


Final grade is assigned using following scale: A 90-100, B 80-89, C 70-79, D 60-69, F <= 59.
