Course Description
This course focuses on the theories and practices involved in training successful writing tutors. A wide variety of topics will be covered. The success of this course will largely be due to your input and participation. Although there are particular issues and writers that I feel are necessary to bring into the discussion, I encourage you to come forward with your own concerns and topics.
The continuation of your being a paid Writing Center tutor will in part be based upon your performance in English 72.

Class Requirements
· Attendance.
You are allowed to miss three classes without penalty. For every class you miss over the allowed three, your final grade will be lowered by one grade. There’s no exception. Class attendance and participation is vital in your growth and subsequent strength as a tutor in the Writing Center.
· Email Account.
You must have an active email account that you use on a frequent basis. I need to be able to get in touch with you when needed.
· Assignments.
Assignments are due at the beginning of class the day they are due. Anything after that is considered at least one day late—NO EXCEPTIONS. Assignment guidelines are given well in advance of the due date so there should be no problem with enough time to complete the assignments.

Reading Responses.  Over the semester I will be assigning applicable readings from various sources. You are responsible for writing two responses. (100 points each)

Discussion Leader (returning tutors only.) You will be in charge of finding one unassigned reading that is applicable to the work tutors do in our Writing Center and presenting to the tutors during class, or instead, you may research one challenge faced by tutors in our Writing Center and report your findings that includes some helpful insights to mastering the challenge(s). (100 points)

Observation (new tutors only). In the first half of the semester, you will be asked to observe a tutoring session. You will then write a response. (100points)
4.
Final. (200 points).
Grading.
The evaluation of your written work for this class is based on the traditional:  critical thought, content, organization, grammar and mechanics, completeness, and originality. For every day that your assignment is late (including weekends), half a grade will be taken off—NO EXCEPTIONS. You may always hand in your work before it’s due.
