COURSE DESCRIPTION:
IS 43 covers advanced concepts in networking software and hardware.  This includes the Installation of WAN components, communications, Internet/Intranet software, proxy servers, transaction servers, domain name servers, and mail servers.  This class uses simulation software for the Windows 2000 Server platform. 
COURSE CONTEND & OBJECTIVES:

The course is designed to provide the information systems student with a thorough understanding of network design, installation and configuration from both a hardware and software standpoint.  The student will learn the relationship between LAN’s and WAN’s and the hardware necessary to maintain networks of various node size and geographic area.  The student will be required to demonstrate skills related to design and implementation of LAN’s and WAN’s including recognition of hardware requirements, installation procedures, troubleshooting techniques and documentation of various procedures.

The student will be required to apply skills obtained in the classroom to solve problems independently with a minimum of instruction through both inductive and deductive reasoning. The course involves hands-on instruction (using simulation software), as well as lecture presentation for installing and configuring various network software and hardware.  Moreover, the student will gain insight to the proper design of networks based upon criteria related to the organization, including size of the organization (geography), and scope (local, national, international).
