Course Objectives


Students will continue their preparation for employment in wildland fire suppression by increasing their knowledge of fire environment factors and their effect on fire, how to communicate up and down the chain of command.  Demonstrate the ability to make informed decisions and apply LCES to fireline tactics.  Students will also be able to describe and explain the principles and features of ICS.  Students will learn how to set up, operate and maintain portable pumps and simple water delivery systems.  We will also start the foundation for future success through the introduction to leadership skills and decision-making.

Learning Methods:

1. Lecture, interactive exercises and scenarios.

2. Students will be in small groups (squads) to solve exercises and scenarios.

3. Field exercises where appropriate.

Attendance:


You should come to every class session.  Arrival after roll is taken will be considered as a tardy.  Two tardies will count as one absence.  The success of this or any other course depends on the presence and active participation of each student.  It is the responsibility of the student to check on class meeting changes for the following week if a class session is missed.
