Class Objective: To develop an understanding of art that includes a methodology to describe and critique works of art.  

Homework and Reading Assignments: Students will read constantly, several chapters per week in Artforms for discussion in class.  Homework assignments include written assignments and an original artwork and presentation.  Eligibility for English 25 and 26 is advised for this class.

Grading Policy: Final Grades will be calculated from these assignments: 400pts total

Attendance Policy:  Attendance is essential and will be taken every class session.  If you arrive late, it is your responsibility to inform the instructor after class so that your absence will be changed to a tardy.  Missing more than four times will severely encumber a student’s progress in the course (missing material).  Excused absences are reported via email or voicemail, preferably before the class begins.  Unexcused absences will be noted.  Please observe the college dress code.  No eating, drinking or smoking is allowed in the classroom.  No children and/or pets are allowed to “sit in” on the class.

Exam/Assignment Policy:  There will be three tests/exams in the class; talking to anyone other than the instructor, passing anything (including erasers, pens, and pencils), prodding, or other inappropriate actions (including not following directions) during an exam will result in immediate failure, no exceptions.  A standard Scantron 882 (50 questions per side) and a blue book (either size) are required for all tests; purchase these items from the bookstore immediately as you will not pass any test without either of them. Late assignments will receive half credit and will not be accepted more than one week late.  Missed tests must be made up at the next class meeting.  The final exam must be taken when scheduled (last day of class).
Enrollment and Drop Policy: If a student wishes to drop the class, it is his/her responsibility to do so. Make sure that you are enrolled in the class; students not enrolled by the end of the add period will not be graded.  Disruptive students will be asked to leave by the instructor and failed in extreme cases; respect the rights of others who are trying to learn, so if you are bored just leave.  No harassment of any student by another student will be tolerated.  The class is difficult in many ways (teaching style compatibility, problem solving, temptations of summer, etc.) and requires a lot of effort to pass, so don’t expect an “easy-A” approach or result from the class.

Potentially Offensive Material: This class discusses mature issues in an adult manner.  Nudity is common and sexual meanings are often an aspect of art; these issues are not ignored and are put into modern context.  Please inform the instructor if the material or the discussion offends you.  However, being offended does not negate the student’s responsibility to understand and learn the material being discussed.
