PLAGIARISM:  St. Martin’s Guide 6th describes plagiarism, which originates from a Latin word for kidnapper, as “…the act of using the words and ideas of others as if they were your own.  By citing sources correctly, you give credit to the originator of the words and ideas you are using, give your readers the information they need to consult those sources directly, and build your own credibility” (693).

-Students are responsible for understanding plagiarism and avoiding it in this class.  

-Plagiarism may result in an F grade for the course.

LATE ASSIGNMENT POLICY:  LATE ASSIGNMENTS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED

THE ARGUMENTATIVE RESEARCH PAPER:  Students are responsible for completing a 7-10 page argumentative research paper.  The paper will be double-spaced using Times New Roman 12 pt font.  The paper must follow MLA style, using parenthetical or footnote source documentation.  The paper will include a cover page and a works cited page.  At least three (3) support sources must be used.  One of the sources must be a book.  All sources need to be shown to the instructor on an appointed day.  Other sources may include periodicals, electronic media, etc. 

*NOTE: In order to pass the English 1A class, students must submit a passing argumentative research paper.  Among other requirements, the paper must demonstrate that the student understands proper MLA style.

3 ESSAYS:  Four essays will be assigned in the class.  The essays will be 3-5 pages in length, and will follow the same guidelines as those stated for the research paper with a few exceptions described by the instructor.  Each essay is worth 100 pts for a total of 300 possible.

THE FELLOWSHIP OF THE RING (FOTR) QUIZZES:  Students will take quizzes based on the chapters assigned from Tolkien’s novel.  The quizzes are “Pop Quizzes” given at anytime.  YOU CANNOT MAKE-UP QUIZZES FOR ANY REASON, NOR CAN THEY BE TAKEN EARLY.  Besides testing student understanding of the novel, the quizzes encourage regular attendance.

ORAL PRESENTATION:  Students will be organized into teams.  Each team will be responsible for researching a topic provided by the instructor, then presenting the research to the class as a speech.  The instructor shall provide further details.
