OBJECTIVE:

For most of you, this is the first time you will have studied the History of Art. Therefore, this course is designed to teach you how to look at art and architecture, to provide a vocabulary for analysis and discussion, and to present a basic survey of important works of art from the past. We will place works of art, and the concept of art itself, in the context of cultural history, pursuing meaning through interrelated themes.

Assignments

Throughout your college and professional careers you will be called upon to compile and analyze research, and express your findings in writing. The writing component for this course is designed in seven stages, the last being the essay itself. The stages are based on strategies for research and study of art which we will be discussing throughout the course, such as formal analysis, biographical and historical contexts, etc. The final product will be a 4-6 page essay combining the work from the six preparatory stages. All assignments are due on the Thursdays of the weeks listed on the course schedule. Point values for late assignments will be cut in half.

Student progress will be measured with 2 semester exams and one final exam.

There are no make up exams. Exam dates will be announced the first week of the semester, plan accordingly. Cheating will result in a failing grade.
