On 252...

Writing, for most of us, doesn’t come easy. It takes practice. The jury may still be out on “practice makes perfect” but I can promise that practice can lead to improved writing. This class asks that you commit to rigorous practice. It asks that you dedicate yourself to the work ahead. If you can succeed in English 252, you will find yourself better prepared for future writing classes and future college courses.

In contrast to other composition classes where essay writing is the norm, we will focus more on the building blocks of the essay. Ideas drive sentence construction and sentences form paragraphs which lead to connecting ideas that work together to form essays. English 252 aims to improve basic writing skills in the area of sentencing, paragraphing, and mechanics.

Policies:
