1. Active participation in mandatory events:  Your participation is mandatory

2. Campus Committee Service:  You are required to serve on a campus   

Committee and orally report the results of each meeting to the ASB at its regularly scheduled Wednesday meeting.  The proceeding minutes of the meeting must be appropriately filed in the ASB office and also in your notebook.  Participation in the committee process will help to increase awareness of campus issues, introduce you to the committee process, dispel fear of administrators and managers, and employ active listening skills as well as other skill development.

3. Attend ONE SCCCD Board of Trustees Meeting: You are required to       

      attend a State Center Community College District Board of Trustees meeting.     

      This exercise is designed to give you exposure to the top policy making  

      campus unit, see how student issues are handled, and expose you to conflict 

      resolution.  Please note any conflicts and the resolution process as well as how 

      continued discussions are handled.

4. Participation Log: Maintain a personal log of all events you have participated in.

5. Attendance: It is your responsibility to attend all Monday and Wednesday meetings.  Five points will be taken from your overall point total for each absence.  After the fifth absence the instructor has the right to drop you from the class.
6. ASB Notebook:  It is your responsibility to maintain an ASB Notebook and turn it in at the conclusion of the semester.  The notebook should include things such as the ASB minutes, agendas, participation log, monthly calendars, committee minutes, etc.
7. ASB Committee Involvement:  You are responsible for participating in as many ASB Committees as you can.  The committees are formed for the various events put on by the ASB.  Your participation in helping to put on these events is required.
