Course description

   This course provides a survey of the historical contributions of African people in South America, Central America, the Caribbean and the United States from the 16th century to the present. Special attention will be given to the African and African American influence on the history of the world and American history. Focus on the political, economic and social impact of slavery, racism and the positive ways Africans and African Americans adapted to these conditions , focusing on contributions, achievements and the human condition. 

The student who completes this class will be able to: 

1. Develop an awareness of slavery’s impact on the evolution of world society since the 1500’s.

2. Understand the contributi9ons made by African Americans to the historical, economic, social, political and cultural development of the societies of the western hemisphere, with particular awareness of African Americans’ impact on the United States

3. Evaluate the consequences of racism in world and American society and appreciate the struggle to overcome the obstacles created by racism.

4. Gain a deeper understanding of the shared traits of humanity and the essential dignity of all people.
