Course Description: 
Music 12: Music Appreciation is designed to acquaint the student with basic musical concepts and terminology in order to develop an understanding and enjoyment of music.  Through course content and the assignments, students should be able to achieve the following learning outcomes by the end of the semester:

· Listen to a musical selection and describe the music accurately, using the language of music.

· Listen to a musical selection, recognize its’ style and genre, place it in the appropriate historical period, and identify its’ possible composer.

· Describe the major political, cultural, and artistic movements in each historical era and show how these events influenced the composers and music of the period.

This course includes: (1.) elements of music, and (2.) a chronological survey of music and composers from the Middle Ages to the present.  The class will include lectures, musical recordings, videos, reading, listening, and written assignments, concert music analysis reports, quizzes, three (3) exams, and a final examination.

Attendance:

Because of the breadth of material in the course and the listening/viewing opportunities in class, regular attendance is absolutely critical.  If a student is absent for MORE than four (4) class meetings, s/he may lose credit for the course.  Also, three (3) tardies = one (1) absence.  Students entering class AFTER attendance is taken are considered tardy.

If you must be absent for any reason, e.g. death in the family, illness, or participation in an authorized Reedley College activity, your absence may be excused with PRIOR notice.  In all cases, students are responsible for any announcements, assignments, and handouts missed during the absence.

Homework and Quizzes:

Homework consists of readings, listening assignments, and written assignments.   All homework receives a grade.  The student receives a grade of 0 (zero) for every homework assignment that is not submitted.
There are two categories of grading for homework assignments.  In the first category, homework assignments will be graded in the traditional manner, in which students receive a grade of up to 100% for the assignment.   At the end of the semester the average of these grades will be counted as half of the student’s overall homework grade.

In the second category, homework assignments will receive a grade of either “3”, “2”, “1”, or “0” according to the following chart:

	3
	The assignment is complete and the work demonstrates a high level of understanding of the topic.



	2
	The majority of the assignment is complete and the work demonstrates an adequate level of understanding of the topic.



	1
	The assignment is not complete and/or the work demonstrates a low level of understanding of the topic.



	0
	The assignment is missing.




At the end of the semester, all assignments with a grade of 3-0 will be totaled and the student will receive a grade based on the proportion of total points received.  This number is also counted as half of the student’s overall homework grade.
For example, if at the end of the semester a total of 60 points is possible and the student has received 40 points, the student grade is 67%.  Therefore, 67% counts as half of the overall homework grade.  Plus, if the student has received a 90% average on all other homework assignments for the semester, the student’s final homework semester grade is 79% (67 + 90 ÷ 2) and will be used to calculate the overall course semester grade.

Homework that is submitted late will only receive HALF credit.  Late homework will only be accepted 1 class meeting after the due date, unless the student makes prior arrangements with the professor for turning in late homework.
Even if absent, the student is still responsible for the material covered in class and the homework assignment is due immediately when the student returns to class (unless PRIOR arrangements have been made with the professor).  Please feel free to contact me (email or voicemail) or a classmate to learn what homework was assigned.  Any class handouts will be available for pick-up in an envelope on the bulletin board outside our classroom.

Quizzes, both announced and unannounced, may be given throughout the semester. 
Concert Music Analysis and Reflection Reports:

Students are required attend live music concerts and write three (3) “Concert Music Analysis and Reflection” reports on the concerts.  At least two (2) of these reports must be on live music concerts that the student attends this semester.  The concerts must be considered serious art music and must be performed by college level or professional performers.  The concerts must be approved by the instructor PRIOR to the event.  You may obtain professor approval prior to the event via email or by signing the Concert Sign-up Sheet in class.   Rock, blues, country and gospel concerts do not qualify.

The concerts must be attended during this semester and the concert report must be written and submitted no later than one week after the concert has taken place.  Please see the class calendar for the last day to submit each concert report.

Alternatively, a written review of an approved video can substitute for ½ of a concert report.  Approved videos are on reserve in the Reedley College Library.

Exams:

Three Exams will be given throughout the semester, approximately every 5-6 weeks.  Each Exam contains a written portion and a listening identification portion.  At the end of the semester, the lowest Exam grade will be dropped.

The Final Exam is cumulative and contains material from the entire semester.  The Final Exam contains a written portion and a listening identification portion.  The Final Exam is scheduled for Wednesday, December 14, 2005 from 8:00 – 9:50 a.m. in classroom FEM 1.

Exams and Grading:

Each exam must be taken on the scheduled day and time unless the student is ill and has notified the professor PRIOR to the exam time, otherwise a grade of zero will be given.  There are no make-ups for missed exams, unless PRIOR arrangements are made with the professor.
The following grading scale will be used:

A = 90-100%; B = 80-89%; C = 70-79%; D = 60-69%; F = 59% and below

Final Semester Grades:

The overall course grade for the semester will be calculated according to the following: 

30% Homework Assignments, Quizzes

20% Concert Music Analysis Reports

25% Semester Exams

25% Final Exam
