COURSE OBJECTIVES AND OUTCOMES


Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

· Discuss music through use of appropriate musical terminology.

· Demonstrate the ability to sight-read single line melodies in the treble and bass clefs in selected keys using correct rhythm.

· Demonstrate the ability to play all 12 major key 5-note scale patterns and root position triads.

· Demonstrate the ability to instantaneously transfer and apply knowledge and skills to new situations; i.e., sight-reading and transposing melodies to different keys.

COURSE CONTENT OUTLINE


· Basic knowledge of the piano keyboard

· Five-note scales and triads in root position

· Transposition of scales and melodies to all 12 keys

· Musical terminology, notation, rhythm, and sight-reading skills

· Development of a repertoire of simple melodies.
