COURSE OBJECTIVES AND OUTCOMES


Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

· Demonstrate increased playing strength, flexibility, speed, accuracy, and overall technical growth.

· Demonstrate the technical ability to play expanded scales and chord progressions in all 12 major and minor keys.

· Demonstrate the independent ability to analyze and solve technical problems in unfamiliar pieces of music and articulate what was done to overcome those problems.

· Apply this knowledge and ability to more challenging rhythms and rhythmic articulations to new and more demanding pieces of music.

COURSE CONTENT OUTLINE


· Intermediate keyboard technique using both hands.

· Five-note scales in all minor keys and chord progressions.

· Eight-note scales in some keys.

· Intermediate expansion of rhythm and sight-reading abilities.

· Intermediate expansion of piano repertoire
