TEXTBOOK: Essentials of Sociology: A Down-to-Earth Approach, 

Ed. by James M. Henslin. 

DESCRIPTION: This course introduces the principles and theoretical perspectives of sociology and their application to everyday social life.  Classroom participation consists of discussion of sociological findings in such areas as family, race and ethnicity, deviance, socialization, etc.  

OBJECTIVES: Sociology 1 is structured to provide students with workable knowledge regarding basic concepts from sociology.  It promotes the understanding of society and how it works.  The class is designed to promote discussion and to provide students with the opportunity to use "hands-on" the concepts explored in the classroom.  A major goal is to get students to understand and recognize the basic principles underlying human social behavior.

ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION

Attendance will be taken every class period.  It is your total responsibility to make sure you are marked present.  You have 3-MWF class (2-TTH class) free absences to be excused for any reason (eg. bad hair day), after that 1 point will be deducted for each absence.  If roll is taken twice in one day, leaving early will be considered an absence.  You can not participate if you do not attend class.  In the long scheme of things it is not in your best interest to be absent from class, you will miss in-class activities, writings, movies, discussions, and overall learning.  

DROP POLICY

Basically, you will be conducting primary and secondary research.  

You will need to use at least 3 secondary sources (books, articles), not including your class textbook; and if conducting interviews, at least two. A hand-out explaining the assignment more in detail will be distributed later in the semester.
