Course description:  Spanish 1 is an elementary Spanish course designed for students with no prior knowledge of Spanish. The course emphasizes oral communication, listening comprehension, reading comprehension, writing skills and culture of Spanish speaking people. 
METHOD OF ISTRUCTION: This is not a lecture class. This class will be based on oral and written communication, using conversational Spanish. The course requires active, graded student participation in each class because developing proficiency in a second language requires constant practice and reinforcement as well as creative approaches to express one self and communicate in given situations and/or contexts. As such, you must be well prepared by studying the assigned materials and doing the corresponding exercises before each class. Because of the active conversational nature of the class, you must engage actively in each class. Additionally, there are no assigned or reserved seats; you will be required to move around to participate in paired and or group activities. You are supposed to comply with my directions and follow my instructions voluntarily and with a good, mature disposition without taking offense. Because of the oral nature of the course, students are encouraged to record the classes for additional practice after class.

Quizzes. Your progress will be assessed in the form of a short quiz. These 20 points quizzes will include material from the weekly assignments. They may cover any aspects studied such as: verbs, grammar, culture and vocabulary. Quizzes will be administered at the discretion of your instructor. No make-ups will be given.  Do not ask your instructor for special allowances. From a total of 7 quizzes, the lowest (2) quiz grades will be dropped for final grade tabulation.
Homework: You will be required to turn in the workbook pages every chapter to your instructor at the end of each chapter. 
Writing Assignments: You will be required to write (4) in class essays over the course of the semester worth 25 points each. Each essay will be written during the class period and should be double spaced and approximately 200 words in length. Your instructor will provide you with the grading rubric used to determine the grade. You must be in class on the day of the writing assignment.

Oral Exams: An oral midterm and an oral final will be administered as indicated on the syllabus. These exams will be instructed as impromptu group presentations. Further details will be provided by your instructor.
Written Exams: Written Exams as indicated on the syllabus, you are responsible for taking all the exams. No make-ups, no exceptions.
Written Final Exam: A comprehensive written final will be given according to as required by Reedley College. No make-up, no exceptions.
Participation: Active participation is crucial in learning to speak a foreign language. The participation grade (100 points) is based on both quality and quantity of your participation. Quality participation is determined by active, on-task participation in group activities, arriving in class with homework prepared, volunteering and being prepared when called on, etc.
Attendance: Mandatory. Attendance will be taken at the beginning of each class. Attendance and participation in class activities are essential to learning.
· You will be allowed two unexcused absences.
· Afterwards, each one unexcused absence will lower your final grade by one letter grade. 
· Three times tardy to class are equivalent to one absence, lowering your final grade as explained above.

· Anyone absent the first day of class will be dropped. Anyone absent any day of the firs two days may be dropped.   

· Attendance at the Lenguage Lab is mandatory. 

Classroom Policies: Your instructor will provide you with classroom policies and expectations, such as: no gum, no cell phones, no English, etc. You are also expected to respect your fellow classmates and their efforts to learn and produce the language.
