This course fulfills the GE requirement for Oral Communication (Foundation A1).  GE credit requires a grade of “C” or better.  This course also addresses the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) for Domain 2: Non-written and Written Communication.
Communication 003: Introduction to public speaking covers theories of human communication and their function in contemporary public settings; experiences designed to enhance fundamental communication skills—research, organization, reasoning, listening and problem solving—through a series of oral presentations. Students also learn the delivery of content-specific instruction consist with state-adopted content standards for students.

Examinations and Major Assignments:

Assignment 1: Anything Speech Assignment/Reflection Paper. Each student will be responsible for delivering an extemporaneously prepared 2-3 minutes speech on any topic of the student’s choice.  A more detailed description of the assignment along with the evaluation sheet will be provided, but students will contact the instructor in writing one class period in advance with the topic for this speech.  Students will have one week to complete a two page reflection paper detailing the preparation, experiences with the speech and feeling prior to the presentation. (Meets Domain 1- 1.1, 1.3; Domain 2 - 2.2; Outcome 3,5 & 8)

Assignment 2: Cultural Speech Assignment/Reflection Paper. Each student will be responsible for delivering an extemporaneously prepared 3-5 minutes speech on some aspect of their culture.  A more detailed description of the assignment along with the evaluation sheet will be provided.  Students will have one week to complete a two page reflection paper detailing the preparation, experiences with the speech and feeling prior to the presentation. (Meets Domain 1- 1.1, 1.3; Domain 2 - 2.2; Outcome 3,5 & 8)

Assignment 3  - Informative  Speech Outline/Assignment/Reflection Paper. Each student will be responsible for delivering an extemporaneously prepared 5-7 minutes informative speech on a topic of their choice.  This assignment will require students to work and utilize an outline which will be due one week before their speech.  A more detailed description of the assignment along with the evaluation sheet will be provided. Students will have one week to complete a two page reflection paper detailing the preparation, experiences with the speech and feeling prior to the presentation 
 (Meets Domain 1- 1.1, 1.2; Domain 2 - 2.1; Outcome 1,2,3,7 & 9)

Assignment 4  - Persuasive Speech Outline/Assignment/Reflection Paper. Each student will be responsible for delivering an extemporaneously prepared 5-7 minutes persuasive speech on a topic of their choice.  The topic however, must be controversial and students are expected to apply material from audience adaptation to employ language strategies that will move the audience to more favorable opinions.  This assignment will require students to work and utilize an outline which will be due one week before their speech. Students will have till the final day of instruction to complete a two page reflection paper detailing the preparation, experiences with the speech and feeling prior to the presentation   – (Meets Domain 2; Domain 3 – 3.1; Outcome 4,6 & 7)

Assignment 5  - Audience Analysis or Speech Critique –Each student will be responsible for writing a 1000 word essay on some public speaking event outside the classroom.  The University has many speaking engagements throughout the semester and each of you are responsible for either reporting an audience analysis or speech critique.  More information will be provided on this in the first week of class. (Meets Domain 1- 1.1, 1.2; Domain 2 - 2.2; domain 3 – 3.2 Outcome 1,2,3, 5 & 10)
EXAMS
There will be two exams in this class, a mid-term and a final exam.  Each exam will consist of multiple choice questions, short answer and/or short essay questions.  The only scantron that will be required are 882 and possibly a blue book for short answers/essay questions.  Exams will cover material from the text, class lectures and class discussions.

Classroom Policies:
ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION:  

Roll will be taken at each class session.  Students who have 4 or more unexcused absences will receive a grade reduction of one letter grade.  More than eight unexcused absences will result in a failing grade.  Arriving late to class and leaving early are unacceptable and may result in a grade reduction.  
In addition, for you to do well in this class, your attendance is required.  Therefore, absences will only be excused with a certified and acceptable documentation to the instructor in the form of a medical note. 5. Accommodations will be made for students with a verifiable medical excuse
