Class Objective: To develop an understanding of art that includes a methodology to describe and critique works of art.  

At the conclusion of this course, students should be able to

· Recognize and comment on different aspects of visual works such as painting, sculpture and architecture.

· Recognize and describe elements of design in any artwork.

· Identify artists of the past and present and recognize and identify their works.

· Relate works of art to their historical and cultural settings.

· Express their own opinions through critique and discussion.

Homework and Reading Assignments: Students will read constantly, one or two chapters (if not more) per week in Artforms for discussion in class.  Homework assignments include a critique and an original artwork with an oral presentation.  In-class discussions are not graded for participation but are the basis for the essay questions on the tests.

Grading Policy: Final Grades will be calculated from five assignments: 400pts total

All tests consist of multiple-choice questions, true/false, matching, and an essay question.  Tests two and three also include slide identifications.

Late assignments will receive half credit and will not be accepted more than one week late.  Missed tests must be made up at the next class meeting.  The final exam must be taken when scheduled.  Foggy day schedules do not affect the scheduling of course meetings, assignments, or tests – we work on the college schedule as much as possible.
Potentially Offensive Material: This class discusses mature issues in an adult manner.  Themes such as graphic violence, sexuality, organized religion and paganism, the supernatural / paranormal, conflicting male / female viewpoints, changing concepts of beauty, and the cultural role of women may offend some students.  Nudity is common and sexual meanings are often an aspect of art.  These issues are not ignored and are put into modern context.
