Class Objectives
A.

C.
Identify artists of the past and present and recognize and identify their works.

D.
Relate works of art to their cultural and historical settings.

Required Text
Art Forms Revised  7th Edition by Duane and Sarah Preble. Revised by Patrick Frank.

3.
Extra Credit
A 10 to 15 minute presentation on some aspect of art, or a presentation on a piece of your own art (agreed upon by the instructor), with a maximum of two presentations per student. Originality of thought and opinion will be important. Extra credit worth a possible 5% each.

Grading

Quiz’s, Exams and the Final 40%, class participation 40%, paper 10%, project 10%. Class participation is a major part of the learning experience. All students must participate in class discussions. Late projects or make-ups must be completed or turned in before the end of class on the first day you return.  After three non made-up absences, each absence deducts 2 points.
