Class Objectives:

Individual work under supervision of instructor. To formulate and create an advanced body of work.

Assignments:









The assignment for this class is to formulate and execute a consistent body of work. This work should take the form of a project that can be completed (or fully realized) within the time permitted (one semester.) There will be 5 critiques to analyze progress and for me to make suggestions. The final project will be outlined at the beginning of the semester and turned in with validation as a final.

Grading:

Each student is given 50 points at the beginning of the semester. Each of the 5 portfolio reviews will translate to a score of up to 5 points. Students will be required to maintain a portfolio of the projects progression available for review at my request. This portfolio and a one-page artist’s statement will be turned in as your final worth 25 points. Students will lose points for non-attendance (at my discretion. Please, see below.)

Attendance:

Any student that misses a critique will lose 3 points (critiques will be announced ahead of time.) There are no excused absences!  You must stay for the whole class period to receive credit. Missed classes must be made up to receive credit (see me for details.) You will be dropped if you miss 2 consecutive weeks or 4 weeks total.

Various Policies:
