Class Objectives:

This course is an introduction to digital video editing on the computer using Final Cut Pro 4. Students will be exposed to the production process of art film including pre-production (concepts and storyboards), production (filming and sound), and post-production (editing video and sound, title screens, adding effects.) The editing of commercial projects will be addressed as time permits.

Required Text:
Wohl, Michael. Editing Techniques with Final Cut Pro. Peachpit Press. 2004. ISBN#0-321-16887-9. 556 pages.

Assignments:

Assignments will be flexible and ongoing in an effort to allow students to progress individually. This will also give you the opportunity to work within a (roughly) 15-week production cycle. The class will be divided into groups that will then produce a fully realized art film. There will be 5 critiques throughout the production for which each member will receive up to 5 points. The final project is due at the end of the semester with an artist’s statement and will count for 20 points.









Grading:

Each student is given 50 points at the beginning of the semester. Each critique will translate to a score of up to 5 points. There will be one exam worth 5 points. Students will be required to maintain a production portfolio available for review at my request. This portfolio and a one-page artist’s statement (from each group member) will be turned in as your final worth 20 points. Students will lose points for non-attendance (at my discretion. Please, see below.)

Attendance:

Any student that misses a critique will lose 3 points (critiques will be announced ahead of time.) There are no excused absences!  You must stay for the whole class period to receive credit. Missed classes must be made up to receive credit (see me for details.) You will be dropped if you miss 2 consecutive weeks or 4 weeks total.

Various Policies:

Campus code requires shoes and shirts be worn at all times. No eating, drinking, smoking, cell-phones, headphones, or beepers are allowed in the classroom (with qualifiers.) No children or pets may ‘sit in.’ A student must complete the entire course (including final) in order to receive a passing grade.
