To develop basic skills in objective, representational, freehand drawing in various two-dimensional media. Through lecture and studio practice, you will learn about: representational, abstract, non-objective, and conceptual approaches to drawing; the visual language of drawing, composition; historical and contemporary rendering techniques and media; and drawing as creative personal expression.

Drawing Board, kneaded erasure, spray fixatif, 18x24 inch Newsprint Drawing Pad (any brand), drawing media to include graphite pencils (soft, medium, and hard leads), compressed charcoal, India ink and brush, pastels, colored pencils, conte crayon, other materials as assigned.

Grading:

Each student is given 50 points at the beginning of the semester. Each area of concentration listed above will entail a portfolio review that will translate to a score of up to 5 points. There will be one exam worth 5 points. Students will be required to maintain a portfolio available for review at my request. This and a one page abstract will be turned in as your final worth 20 points. Students will lose points for non-attendance (please, see below.)

Attendance:

There are no excused absences!  You must stay for the whole class period to receive credit. Missed classes must be made up to receive credit. You will be dropped if you miss 2 consecutive weeks or 4 weeks total. Missed classes will cost 3 points per miss. Critiques are worth 5 points. Miss a critique, and there are 8 points lost! Be sure to attend all classes. A student must complete the entire course (including final) in order to receive a passing grade. Failure to attend the final will result in an ‘F’  grade being recorded for the course, regardless of total points earned.
Various Policies:
