H. recognize and use complex grammatical structures.

I. recognize and use appropriate professional and academic language functions.

J. recognize and use paralinguistic features of language (nonverbal communication, use of filler words and sounds).

A. take accurate notes on salient features of academic lectures.

B. give presentations on professional and academic topics with attention to grammar, pronunciation and intonation as well as non-verbal aspects of communication.

C. use academic vocabulary in note-taking and oral production with correct meaning, use and form.

D. interact orally in impromptu situations using effective communication strategies and compensatory skills.
