In this credit/no credit course, we will practice writing English sentences, paragraphs and short papers. The emphasis will be on communicating ideas, but we will also be working with spelling, vocabulary, punctuation, and sentence structure. 

REQUIRED:

Patterns & Themes, Fourth Edition, by Rogers and Rogers.

English Brushup, Third Edition, by Langan and Goldstein

A novel of your choice (Be sure to run it by me.)

Access to a computer or word processor.

A folder for keeping all your work. 

Blue or black pens, pencils. 

A standard, lined notebook to be used as a writing journal.

Standard, lined paper for in-class writing.

The objective of the course is to allow students to:

· write complete English sentences, using correct punctuation and grammar

· understand and use paragraphs

· use correct capitalization, indentation, and spelling

· write clear, varied, appropriate statements and questions

· express ideas in short personal or class-related papers

We will be doing exercises in the book, English Brushup, and reading essays from Patterns and Themes. Expect to be writing every day.

Regular attendance and participation is mandatory. Anyone with more than five absences runs the risk of being dropped from the class. (People who miss that much time are rarely able to catch up.) Students are responsible for going through the proper procedures if they wish to drop from the class.

Assignments are to be turned in at the beginning of class on the due date. Papers turned in later in the period will be docked five points. Students are only allowed to turn in a late paper once, and it will be marked down. Papers a week late will not be accepted. If you turn your paper in to my mailbox in the office, be sure to have it stamped with the date.
