Prerequisites.  HS German or German 1 or permission of the instructor.  Internet/email access are desirable.

Course Description.  This second semester German course continues the introduction to the student of the basics of the German language and development of skills in pronunciation, conversation, reading, and writing (A, CSU-GE, UC).  It also introduces the student to aspects of contemporary German culture.

Course Goals.  This course imparts basic speaking, listening, reading, and writing abilities in German to the student.  It also introduces aspects of German culture as found in contemporary Austria, Germany, and Switzerland.  It builds competency with idioms, vocabulary, and communication strategies so a student can "survive" in a German-speaking country ‑‑ or an upper division course at the university ‑‑ with enjoyment.  A portion of this course is dedicated to increasing a knowledge of, and sensitivity to German culture, its roots, and similarities and differences to our own.  Ultimately, then, this course cultivates intercultural sensitivity generally by introducing the student to another culture through its language.

Course Structure.  The course covers the last six chapters in both the textbook (Deutsch heute) and the study guide (Deutsch heute: Arbeitsheft).  Every week there is either a quiz or test of the previous material covered in class.  Audio cassettes and constant repetition are used to reinforce German words, phrases, and sentences learned.  Since there is no Language Lab, students listen to their audio tapes at home.
Significant Assignments.  A major share of the student's grade comes from attendance, class participation and homework assignments (60%).  The remainder of the course grade is determined by quizzes, tests, and a final exam (40%).  Note: Homework is generally graded as done or not done, so do not be afraid to make mistakes (i.e., homework is largely a learning, not a testing, tool).

Class Participation.  In addition to the requisite reading/studying assignments (see: Appendix B: Weekly Study Schedule), this course provides an opportunity for everyone to engage in class discussions.  Interacting with other students is key to the learning environment (especially in a language class), and participation in class is regarded very highly.  Consequently, students are strongly encouraged to reply to other student answers and/or comments during classroom discussions.  Failure to attend class and participate in an informed fashion will lower your grade.
Policies.  In addition to the following topics, students are encouraged to review other SCCCD policies found in the Spring 2005Class Schedule (pp. 121- 123).

Academic Dishonesty.  Cheating and plagiarism are unacceptable, cannot be justified, and are not tolerated because they compromise the fair and equitable evaluation of all students' academic performance.  Therefore, each student is required to be honest and maintain the highest level of personal integrity in the classroom and in his or her work.  If a student is caught cheating, the instructor has the prerogative of assigning a grade of 'O' or 'F' for the paper or exam in question and an 'F' for the entire course.  (See "Cheating" and "Plagiarism" below.) 

Appeals.  Students who believe they have been evaluated incorrectly or treated unfairly should first request a review by the instructor ASAP and make every effort to resolve the issue.  If the issue remains unresolved, the student must immediately consult with the Chair of the Humanities Department.  If the student still believes the request for review has not been satisfactorily handled in accordance with the college's policies, they may appeal to the Associate Dean.  If still unresolved, the student may petition the Academic Standards Committee.  For more information, see the SCCCD Spring 2005Class Schedule (page 121: Grievance Policy for Students).

Attendance.  Class attendance is mandatory and roll is taken.  Do not sign in for another student – it is cheating (see below) and is dealt with accordingly.  In addition to hearing the instructor's comments on the subject under study, attending class is important because changes are announced, exam guidance is given, students contribute to classroom discussions, and unannounced quizzes may be given. 

Cheating.  The actual or attempted practice of fraudulent or deceptive acts for the purpose of improving one's grade or obtaining course credit – or assisting others to do so – is cheating.  It includes any and all acts by a student intended to gain an unearned academic advantage by fraudulent or deceptive means.  This includes, for example, cheating on an exam, forging another's initials or signature on course-related documents (e.g., a course attendance sheet), or changing official documents (e.g., grade sheets, transcripts, etc.).  All breaches of proper academic behavior (e.g., dishonesty, cheating, or plagiarism) are dealt with by the imposition of academic penalties.  A grade of zero on the particular test, paper or assignment may be assigned to any student who is guilty of improper academic behavior, and students are not permitted to repeat the assignment for credit. Conduct (Classroom).  The following rules apply to the classroom during lectures.

· There is no eating or drinking at any time.

· Remove hats and sunglasses.

· Turn off cellular telephones.

· Stop private conversations when the instructor enters and indicates he is ready to start.

· Leave a seat open at the front door for a visitor and at the back door for a late arrival.

· Be on time for class.  If you must enter late, do so by the back door.  If you must leave early, let the instructor know, and then sit near the back door.

· Do not work on other projects during lectures.

· Dress appropriately.

· Notify the instructor before bringing a friend or visitor to class.

· Differences of viewpoint should be expressed in terms supporting the learning process and sensitive to the background of others. 

Conduct (General).  All students must conduct themselves in a manner considerate of the rights of others and which does impair the educational mission of the University.  Specifically, all students assume an obligation to conform to the Board Rules, the statements of Students Rights and Responsibilities, and the following categories:

Classroom misconduct for which students are subject to SCCCD discipline falls into two major categories:

(1)  All forms of dishonesty such as cheating, plagiarism, stealing, forgery, alteration or improper use of documents, records or identification cards with the intent to defraud and knowingly furnishing false information to the College.

(2)  Intentional obstruction or disruption of teaching, research, administration, disciplinary proceedings or other College activities.

Expectations.  Students have a right to know the instructor will carry out her duties in a fair manner without being arbitrary, capricious, or prejudice; and, what is expected of them, including evaluation criteria of their performance.  Instructors have the right to expect a student committed to learning as demonstrated by an appropriate level of effort and performance (e.g., completion of homework, class participation).  Therefore, students are responsible for maintaining accepted academic standards and conducting themselves in accordance with established procedures and general standards of social behavior.

Each student is expected to spend a minimum of six hours in addition to the hours spent in class for the average college student to successfully complete the course with a "C" grade.  This six-hour span should be spent by students reading, outlining the text, and studying their lecture notes.  It does not include additional time reviewing for a test or preparing the course paper.  

Extra Credit.  There is no “extra credit” per se as students are expected to give their best effort the first time, every time. 

Grading.  All grades are based solely on individual academic merit as demonstrated by class participation, completion of the writing assignment, and examination results.  There are various quizzes/exams throughout the semester (i.e., either a quiz or test every week).  Once the course has concluded, students are not allowed to revise previous assignments in order to improve their final grade.

A:  Excellent.  The student's performance has demonstrated the highest level of academic competence by showing sustained superiority in meeting all course objectives and requirements, and exhibiting a very high degree of intellectual mastery of the subject matter.

B:  Very Good.  The student's performance has demonstrated a high level of academic competence by showing superiority in meeting course objectives and requirements, and exhibiting a high degree of intellectual mastery of the subject matter.

C:  Satisfactory.  The student's performance has demonstrated a satisfactory level of academic competence by showing an adequate level of understanding of course objectives and requirements, and exhibiting a competent command of the subject matter.

D:  Unsatisfactory.  The student's performance has demonstrated an unsatisfactory level of academic competence by showing an inadequate level of understanding of basic course objectives and requirements, and exhibiting an insufficient command of the subject matter.

F:  Failure.  The student's performance has demonstrated a complete failure to master basic course objectives and requirements or minimal command of the subject matter.

Late Submission of Paper/Make-Up Exams.  Students must submit all class assignments when due, and take all exams when scheduled.  Late papers may be marked down one full grade for late submission.  Exceptions, on a case-by-case basis, may be made for a serious accident, illness, injury or personal incident.  Whenever possible, prior agreement of the instructor is required.

Politeness.  Proper language and correct behavior is the standard as neither the instructor nor CSUF will tolerate any use of profane language, racial remarks, or gender bashing.  Remember, some sensitive issues may be raised during classroom discussions and what you say is subject to interpretation by other students whose background may differ from yours.

Quizzes.  "Unannounced" quizzes may also be given when the class indicates to the instructor that a majority of the students are unprepared for class.

Recordings.  Students may (with the instructor's permission) use tape recorders to record class material for their personal use (or that of a classmate).  Electronic devices such as CD players, pagers, beepers, and cell phones must be turned off or not brought into class. 

Safety Issues.  (a) In case of an emergency (e.g., fire), leave the classroom and building as quickly as possible.  (b) Do not leave bags and backpacks in the aisles, place them under your seat or along the walls.  (c) If you have a medical condition which could become a problem during class (e.g., a serious case of asthma), tell the instructor (privately) at the beginning of the semester.  (d) There is no eating or drinking during class as spills cause both slippery floors and stains.

Students with Disabilities.  Students with physical or learning disabilities are required to inform the instructor during the first class held so reasonable accommodation for learning and evaluation can be made.
