Course Description


This class traces the history of the United States from the Colonial Era to the end of the Civil War.  Specifically, we will examine the political, ethnic, cultural, social, and economic evolution of the American people.
Course Objectives


The objective of this course is NOT to learn a bunch of facts in order to regurgitate them later.  History is not a compilation of numbers, figures, and headlines irrelevant to our own lives.  Rather, we want to examine the major themes and forces that have shaped the United States so that we can understand and know it better, and through this understanding shape our own world more effectively.  The topics and events covered in this class have a tremendous influence on our lives today!

Course Assignments

· Examinations.  There will be four (4) examinations covering assigned readings and course lectures.  Each examination is worth 60 points.

· Term Paper/Essay Questions.  Each student will complete one of the following:



A brief (four to six pages) term paper concerning a historical topic relevant to the 


class (must be approved by the instructor.  The paper counts for 100 points.


· History Notebook.  For this class, students must obtain a notebook or binder in which they will take notes of the class lectures.  The notebook is worth 60 points.
