Course Description:
IS 262B is an intermediate level web page design and construction class.  This 9-hour course will review basic Hypertext Markup Language (HTML) code and multi-page Web site design.  You will create and save a web page by using the Windows Notepad program and HTML language.  The use of tables, graphics, hyperlinks, and Cascading Style Sheets (CSS) will be reviewed.  Completed Web pages will be viewed in a Browser program, such as Windows Explorer and Netscape Navigator.  

This course will explore the common features found in most web pages.  You will view several web pages that demonstrate the use of good Web site design principles.  You will get a chance to evaluate various web page navigation elements for effectiveness and ease of use.
