Course Description:

This course stresses communication skills in Spanish.  Much of the practice work will be done in pairs.  The goal is for beginning students to acquire conversational and writing abilities in Spanish.  By the end of the semester you will have studied the past tenses, commands, and subjunctive forms, among other grammatical forms, and you will have had many opportunities to use those concepts in meaningful, interactive ways.  In the process, the student will develop greater knowledge of the customs and various cultures that exist in the Spanish speaking world.   

Course Objectives and Requirements:

1.    To offer in-depth study of new or review grammar. 
2.    To provide opportunities in class that allow students to practice                                       
        grammar in meaningful ways. 
3.    To help students develop their listening, speaking, reading and writing               

        skills in Spanish. 
4.    To enhance students' knowledge and understanding of Hispanic culture.

Attendance and Participation:

Class attendance is 100 % obligatory. It is your responsibility to notify the professor if you are going to be absent from a class and to stay current with class activities, readings and assignments.  During the semester, three justified absents will be accepted due to extreme emergencies with their own written excuses.  After more than 3 unexcused absences during the semester, a total of the final grade average will be lowered half a letter grade and will continue to be lowered half a letter grade for each subsequent absence.    

Roll will be taken at the beginning of each class period.  The teacher reserves the right to drop a student if s/he has excessive absences.  More than four absences are considered excessive absences.
Participation in class is necessary in order to obtain an "A" or "B" grade.  Since the emphasis is on development of oral abilities in Spanish, the student must be an active participant.  Points will be deducted when students are not on task (i.e.: using English or disrupting the class).

Homework and assignments:  

These have to be written in black or blue ink or with a pencil, and they have to be self-corrected with a red pen.  Self-corrected means that the student does the assignments honestly in the work-book without seeing the answers and at the end s/he should see them and do the corrections prudently.  If there are no mistakes, it should be stated in writing with a red pen (no mistakes).  Not corrected homework will not be accepted.  If it has more than one page it must be stapled and hand it in the next session at the beginning of the class.  Every session will be numbered and the homework must be dated and numbered with the date and number of the session that it was assigned (not with the date that it is due).  The only way to learn is doing the homework and since students are expected to learn, late homework will be accepted, but it will have half of the original value.  Considering this, any student that does not hand in all of the homework a total of the final grade average will be lowered half a letter grade.
Compositions: 
Compositions and journals have to be typed following the typing Spanish system, which will be given in class so that the students can learn to type in Spanish.  All compositions and typed assignments must be typed in double space and in font size 14.  Plagiarism, in this course, will automatically result in an F.  Compositions will not be accepted after the due date, and the rest of the instructions will be given in class.
Exams:

Chapter exams will be given throughout the semester.   It is imperative that all students attend to these since NO MAKE-UP EXAMS WILL BE GIVEN.  These exams constitute the highest percentage of the grade and the policy and behavior of a final exam are expected in each one of these.
