The Course: Descrintion, Content and Objectives
This is a beginning level language course designed to introduce you to the Spanish language arid to the richness and diversity of Hispanic cultures. You ‘will begin developing your abilities in the following four skill areas: listening, speaking, reading and writing. The goal is for beginning students to acquire minimal conversational ability and to understand basic standard spoken and written Spanish within the scope of the acquired vocabulary and grammar structures. This course helps the student develop basic “survival skills” in the language in preparation for Spanish 2, the second beginning level course in the sequence. Content covers lessons 1-6 of the pUS MIThIDOS textbook.
