Addendum to Course Syllabus

Due to an incident in class two semesters ago, the following additions and changes to the course syllabus are now effective immediately.

Henceforth from this date as per board policy 5410 (d) any student disruptions during class time will be handled as follows: the student will be suspended from class for two class periods.  A disruptive student behavior report will be filed with the Dean of Students and the student must meet with the instructor and/or others designated by the Dean of Students to ensure that future incidents will not be repeated before returning to class.

Examples of student disruptions include talking in class when the instructor is teaching.  The above procedures outlined above will be followed in this situation.  A student may be warned once but any repeat incidents will result in disciplinary action.

The use of cell phones during class time is considered a student disruption.  Students will shut their phones off before entering the class room or set them to silent.  Students will only use their cell phones during class time with the permission of the instructor only.  A student talking on their cell phone while the instructor is teaching will be subjected to disciplinary action as outlined above.

The use of cell phones during a quiz or examination is expressively forbidden.  Any student caught using their phone in the classroom during an exam or quiz will receive a grade of zero on the test and quiz, he/she will be suspended from class for at least two class periods, and a report will be made to the Dean of Students immediately.  Furthermore the instructor will recommend to the dean that the offending student be permanently removed from the class as per board policy.
