5. If writing is a challenge for you, be sure to utilize the Reedley College writing lab.  Write your draft first and then take that paper to the writing lab.  Be sure to allow enough time to turn your paper in ontime.
6. The paper is DUE – Wednesday July 27, 2005.
7. LATE PAPERS ARE NOT ACCEPTED.

ACTIVITIES:
